


WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MEETING MINUTES – MARCH 24, 2026

On March 24, 2026, White Deer Township's Board of Supervisors held their regular meeting. Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Paul Saber and Erik Platt, Township Secretary Michelle Finck and Township Solicitor Jason Brudecki, Esq. Also in attendance were Clint Heintzelman, Garrett Enders, CKCOG, Steve Stanko and Ariana Allen of C&N Bank, Eric Hans, WDT Fire Co., Scott Jones, David Edinger, Bruce and Marge Musser, Tommy Balsamo, Sal Balsamo, and Sergio Marincas.

Mr. Platt made the motion to approve the minutes for the February 24, 2026, meeting, seconded by Mr. Saber.

PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Saber and seconded by Mr. Platt, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the bill sheet dated March 24, 2026, totaling $54,645.55. 

OLD BUSINESS
Citizens & Northern Bank
Ariana Allen and Steve Stanko of C&N were in attendance to answer questions regarding the rate proposal for the Township accounts. The ICS (Insured Cash Sweep) Deposit Placement Agreement was signed for deposits from both the General Fund and the State Account.
 
NEW BUSINESS
Opening of Sealed Bids for Bucket Truck
Sealed bids for the old bucket truck received are as follows:

Mr. Saber made the motion, seconded by Mr. Platt, to award the bid to Kevin Gessner.

Animal Control Officer 
Motion made by Mr. Saber and seconded by Mr. Platt to adopt Resolution #26-1 outlining the duties of the Township Animal Control Officer and to advertise the revised Animal Ordinance upon review and any necessary changes.

Baseball Dirt for Ball Fields
Mr. Platt made the motion, seconded by Mr. Saber to approve the purchase of two loads of baseball dirt from New Enterprise for the baseball field at the park.

ZONING AND PLANNING
Lot-Consolidation & Sub-Division Plan for Dennis & Nicole Spotts (Tax Map # 014-055-131.00000)
This site is located at 2607 and 2669 Spruce Run Road, Lewisburg, PA and splits both White Deer Township and Kelly Township. The project is in the Woodland Zoning District of White Deer Township. The intent of the plan is to subdivide Lot 2A from the existing lands of Dennis A. Spotts, Jr. and Nicole A. Spotts (Parcel 1 Tax ID 006-048-066.10000) and consolidate it with existing lands of Dennis A. Spotts, Jr. and Nicole A. Spotts (Parcel 2 Tax ID 006-048-066.40000) and also Tax ID 006-048-066.00000 & 014-055-131.00000 to become Lot 2 and be considered as one. Lot 1 will be the remaining land of Parcel 1 Tax ID 006-048-066.10000. Private sewer and water systems serve the existing structures on Lot 1 and Lot 2. There are no plans for development. 

At the March Planning Commission meeting, the plan was recommended for approval by the Board of Supervisors following a motion by Duane Kling, seconded by Curt Krebs on the condition that #7 of the General Notes on the cover page be corrected to address that both lots are serviced by private, not public, water and sewer.   Upon Mr. Enders’ review of the plan, the lots are compliant with all White Deer Township Zoning and SALDO requirements. With the correction on the cover page completed, the Supervisors approved the plan. 

SOLICITOR/SUPERVISOR/OTHER COMMENTS
Mr. Brudecki provided an update regarding the cryptocurrency business on Ridge Road, mentioning that he has reached out to Attorney Showalter to inquire about the smaller fans recently installed in the structure.

Mr. Brudecki also shared that he has been in contact with a representative from Comcast regarding the changes that we requested with the proposed franchise agreement. 

Mr. Dieffenbach requested Mr. Enders to file a complaint with CKCOG Property Maintenance for a property on River Road. 

PUBLIC COMMENT 
Discussion took place regarding the use of property at 3505 Old Route 15 in the Village District for commercial purposes.

Bruce & Marge Musser were in attendance to present the Township with a check from the West Milton Park Association’s remaining funds for use towards the new monument and flagpole at the park. 

Eric Hans, President of the WDT Fire Department shared an update on the fire company.

With no other business to discuss, Mr. Saber made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Platt.
