
WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES

NEW COLUMBIA, PA 17856
April 27, 2021
The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on March 23, 2021 at 7 pm.   Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Larry Seibert, and Donald Wilver, Jr.; Secretary Ellie Koveleskie and Solicitor Peter Matson.  The minutes of the March 23, 2021 meeting were unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and second by Mr. Seibert.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Seibert and second by Mr. Wilver, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the payment of bills as set forth on the bill sheet dated April 27, 2021 totaling $20,346.99.
OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Diefenbach discussed the Main Street project.  Both owners have agreed to let us put the drain pipe on the property line.  Solicitor Matson will get in touch with Chris Shaeffer of Larson Design regarding paperwork for easements.
Mr. Seibert made a motion to give White Deer Township Fire Company $50,000.00 for their New Engine Fund.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Representative Joe Hamm of the PA House of Representatives, 84th District introduced himself and spoke about what has been going on in Harrisburg for the first five months of this year.  In early February, the governor presented his budget, which included a tax increase of 46% on the tax payers of Pennsylvania.
Mr. Diefenbach made a motion for Mrs. Koveleskie to contact PPL to proceed with the LED conversion of streetlights at no cost to the township.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.

Resolution number 21-02 was adopted which allows PPL Electric Utilities to convert the township’s street lights to LED at no cost to the township.

Mr. Wilver made a motion for Mrs. Koveleskie to place an ad in the Standard Journal to advertise for Base Repairs on the following roads: Ridge, Dietrick, Hollow, Strahan, and Millers Bottom road.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.

Mr. Seibert discussed the SEDA-COG’s Community Development Block Grant for 2021.
It was decided that this year is not feasible to apply because we need a plan, estimates of construction, and it needs to be shown that we will support a certain portion of the project ourselves.
PUBLIC COMMENT
A woman spoke about her neighbor’s bushes encroaching onto her property by 3 feet and what she could do about it. Mr. Diefenbach stated that it is between her and her neighbor.  He also suggested that she consult with her own attorney.  
Bruce Musser spoke about West Milton Memorial Park.  He had been down to the park that day with Nevin Yost to turn the water on at the park.  While there are no leaks in any of the buildings, there appears to be a minor leak.  At the end of the 2019 season, they received a rather large bill. The park was not open in 2020.
The tree trimming at the park is going well.  Mr. Diefenbach met with representatives from the railroad a couple of weeks ago in regards to who is responsible for the upkeep of the property near the railroad.  It was decided that if tree branches leaning towards the playground or buildings will be taken care of by White Deer Township.                                                                              
PLANNING AND ZONING 
Robin Fox from the Central Keystone Council of Governments presented the Platt Subdivision plan to the supervisors.  The plan has received a highway occupancy permit from PennDOT for the driveway.  The plan will need a sewage module in order to be compliant.  Mr. Seibert made a motion to approve the subdivision conditioned upon receipt of the sewage module.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.
Ms. Fox next presented the Storm Water Plan for Fredrik and Deanna Bystedt.  Custom Barns is the property owner and Bystedt is the owner of Custom Barns.  The actual plans must reflect actual owner (Custom Barns) per Solicitor Matson.  The plans need a favorable review from the engineer, Mid Penn Engineering and from Chris Shaeffer of Larson Design.  Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to sign the Storm Water Agreement and the Improvements Guarantee for Custom Barns, Inc.  Mr. Wilver seconded the motion and it was carried.
Ms. Fox discussed the email that I sent to David Hines and her regarding the property maintenance for two houses,10320 and 10296 River Road in New Columbia.  There was a high-speed chase last year and subsequently, the car hit those houses.  She has forwarded the email to the Codes Enforcement department at the COG.  
SOLICITOR COMMENT 
Mr. Matson presented a lease agreement for all renters of the West Milton Memorial Park.  A few adjustments were made and it was decided that there will be a $25.00 security deposit.
Mr. Seibert made a motion for the township to charge a $25 security deposit to renters of the West Milton Memorial Park.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.
SUPERVISORS COMMENTS
Mr. Diefenbach asked for a motion to adjourn, which was then so moved by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Seibert.
