
WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES

NEW COLUMBIA, PA
August 24, 2021
The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on August 24, 2021 at 7 pm.   Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Larry Seibert, and Donald Wilver, Jr.; Secretary Ellie Koveleskie and Solicitor Peter Matson. The minutes of the July 27, 2021 meeting were unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and second by Mr. Seibert.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Seibert and second by Mr. Wilver, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the payment of bills as set forth on the bill sheet dated August 24, 2021 for $15,742.09.  
OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Seibert made a motion to renew our Road Salt contract for the 2021-2022 year from COSTARS when it becomes available.  We will receive a notification from COSTARS when the new contract becomes available.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.

Mr. Wilver made a motion to advertise our Stone Bid in the Standard Journal on September 7 and September 14, 2021.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.
Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to approve the “Small Wireless Facilities Deployment Act”.  Mr. Wilver seconded the motion and it was carried.  The main purpose of this legislation is to pave the way for “5G” wireless networks across the county.  We would allow a telecommunications company to locate on a telephone pole within the right of way.  We would be able to charge fees for this use.  
Resolution 21-03 was adopted whereas the Eisenhower minor subdivision plan must be recorded within 90 days from the date of this Resolution.  
Resolution 21-04 was adopted whereas the Platt minor subdivision plan must be recorded within 90 days from the date of the Resolution.  

PUBLIC COMMENT
State Trooper Brininger provided statistics for our township from January 1 through August 23, 2021 pertaining to traffic and crime.  They have had 858 calls for service, 358 of them required reports.  They made 1,997 traffic stops including the interstate that comes through White Deer Township.  There were 143 criminal offenses.  Crimes against persons were 30, crimes against property were 39, and total arrest were 74.  There were 29 DUI arrests, 53 crashes; 11 of those 53 resulted in injury.  There were no fatal crashes, but 11 crashes resulted in injuries.
Barry Starks reported to the State troopers that a car has been parked on 2nd Street in New Columbia for over a year now. State Trooper Brininger stated that they would tag it as abandoned, and give them 48 hours to remove the vehicle.  After this, they would have to start sending certified letters.  It would be approximately 30 days before they could actually tow the car.  
PLANNING AND ZONING 
David Hines from the Central Keystone Council of Governments updated the township on the Bystedt property.  He has applied for a main house permit and a guest house permit.
Mr. Hines discussed the Lenhart matter in regards to him running an auto repair shop at his residence.  He is going to keep checking in order to gather proof to take to the magistrate.
PA American Water is working on getting some documents signed for a minor land development plan for the water booster pump station.  Once all parties sign the documents, it will go to the Planning Commission, then the supervisors. 

The individual who owns the Holiday Inn on Commerce Park Drive called the zoning department regarding what type of development would be permitted in the Commercial District.  It appears as if what they want to do is warehousing, however that is not permitted in that district.  Mr. Hines is willing to take a look at their proposal to see if it would be something we could allow if it would have a positive effect on this area.  
SOLICITOR COMMENT 
Cellco’s counsel is proposing to “settle and discontinue” the federal TCA complaint “if the Zoning Hearing Board were to approve the Zoning Hearing Board application in the form filed by Verizon Wireless on August 18, 2020.”  Mr. Wilver proposed that Verizon check into a property that PennDot utilizes on Mile Run Road.  
 SUPERVISORS COMMENTS
Mr. Diefenbach asked for a motion to adjourn, which was then so moved by Mr. Wilver and was carried.
