
WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES

NEW COLUMBIA, PA
February 28, 2023
The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on February 28, 2023 at 7 pm.   Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Larry Seibert and Donald Wilver Jr., and Township Secretary Ellie Koveleskie. Township Solicitor Peter Matson was not present, however Jason Brudecki, his associate, was present.
The minutes of the January 24, 2023 meeting were unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and second by Mr. Seibert.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Seibert and second by Mr. Wilver, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the payment of bills as set forth on the bill sheet dated February 27, 2023 for $ 32,068.95.  
OLD BUSINESS
None
NEW BUSINESS
State Trooper Andie Jacobs discussed their Community Access to Information Dashboard (CAID).  She provided statistics on our township for the last 7 months.  For example, our township has had 68 crashes, issued 980 citations, and 557 warnings.  Crime is on the lower end in our area.  
Mr. Wilver made a motion to advertise our seal coat and paving bid packages in the Standard Journal.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.

Mr. Seibert made a motion to adopt Resolution 23-02 to apply for a DCNR Grant.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.  

Mr. Seibert made a motion to approve Secretary Ellie Koveleskie to attend the PSATS 100th Conference in April 2023.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Bruce Musser of the West Milton Memorial Park Association had been to the park last week and could not get in because of the change of locks.  He wants to get a key for himself, since the association still has stuff upstairs in the main pavilion and he wants access to it.  Mr. Diefenbach stated that since there are a limited number of keys, we cannot give him a key.  We want to keep better track of who has access to the park because of the liability to the township.  He explained to Bruce that he can call the township when he wants to borrow a key.
Attorney-at-Law, Brian L. Kerstetter spoke about his candidacy for Union County District Attorney.  He has been a solicitor for many Union County townships for over 20 years, has over 22 years of experience practicing criminal law, and is currently First Assistant District Attorney.  Current District Attorney, Peter Johnson is retiring. 
David Eberle spoke about the Independent Order of Odd Fellows of Lewisburg, PA.  They are located at 10491 River Road, where they have recently opened a large event barn and Victorian house.  He presented paperwork showing that they had advertised for an event manager on Facebook.  They are a non-profit organization, who are tax exempt.  He checked the IRS I-90 page, where he discovered that their tax-exempt status had been revoked on 5/15/2020. They are also a public charity as of January 2016. Mr. Eberle believes that they should not be able to hold public events because they are not currently a fraternal organization.  Mr. Diefenbach will ask David Hines to check into this issue with zoning in the Village District.
PLANNING AND ZONING 
David Hines from the CK COG was unable to attend this meeting, but he dropped off the plans and information sheets ahead of the meeting time. 

Nittany Mountain KOA- 014-055-052.00000- The property is in the Woodland District and the existing use and proposed use as a campground are permitted in the district.  The project consists of construction of a new and larger swimming pool (phase 1) and splash park (phase 2).  The Union County Planning Commission has reviewed the plans and will sign tomorrow per David Hines. On February 7, 2023 Mr. Hines received a letter from Union County Conservation District Approval of Major Amendment to Permit Coverage.  The revisions of the NOI and all supporting documents, including the Erosion and Sediment Control Plan and Post Construction Stormwater Management Plan are incorporated in the approval.  David Hines received the final review on Feb. 6, 2023 from Christopher Sheaffer of Larson Design Group stating the plans prepared are in general conformance with the previously approved plan.  The WDT Planning Commission reviewed the plan and made a positive recommendation.  Mr. Seibert made a motion to approve the revisions to the plans.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.
Karen & Thomas Harvey Subdivision Plan (#014-053-082.00000 & 083.000)-
Nathaniel Gearhart of Gearhart Surveying explained that one parcel is in the Agricultural Zone and the other is in the Commercial Zone.  The existing use is a single-family dwelling with on-lot septic and accessary structures. This use will remain the same. The barn has a non-conforming setback, which existed prior to adoption of the Ordinance.   The other parcel is being used primarily for land cultivation.  No improvements are proposed for this lot either.  There is a Special Flood Hazard Zone on Parcel 014-053-083-00000 that includes a floodway and a zone AE.  The property has been surveyed by Gearhart’s Surveying.  The total acreage on this plan is 15.005 acres for Lot 1.  Total residual land is 52.541 acres for Lot 2.  The number of lots on this plan is 2.  A subdivision was done on the land in July 2020 with the amount of acreage at that time of 2 acres.  The Union County Planning Commission has reviewed and signed the plan.  No permits or sewage planning module is required.  The plan as presented does comply with the Township’s Zoning Ordinance.  The WDT Planning Commission made a positive motion to forward the plan to the Supervisors for approval. Mr. Wilver made a motion to approve the Harvey subdivision plans.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.
SOLICITOR COMMENT 
Jason Brudecki presented the supervisors with the “ Indemnification Agreement” for the Bucknell Cycling Club.  Mr. Diefenbach and Mrs. Koveleskie signed the agreement at the meeting.  Sam Lasher of the cycling club is waiting for his PennDOT Special Event permit.  
Mr. Brudecki mentioned that he should have a memo out soon regarding the supervisors’ concern about the Silver Moon project.
SUPERVISORS COMMENTS
Mr. Wilver has done research on putting money from our General Account into an interest earning Certificate of Deposit.  He discovered the “Freedom CD” at the Susquehanna Community Bank that earns an interest rate of 4.25% and an annual rate of 4.30%.  Mr. Wilver stated that it is a 15 month CD, there is no penalty for taking the money out early, as long as a 7 day notice is given to the bank prior to withdraw, and at least $5000 is placed into the CD.  Mr. Wilver made a motion to add to the agenda to possibly transfer funds (up to 3 million dollars) from our General Account to a Freedom CD. It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.  Mr. Seibert made a motion to transfer $3 million dollars from our General Account to the Freedom CD.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.
There being no further business Mr. Diefenbach asked for a motion to adjourn, which was then so moved by Mr. Wilver, seconded by Mr. Seibert and was carried.
