
WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES

NEW COLUMBIA, PA
July Meeting rescheduled to August 6, 2020
The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on August 6, 2020 at 7 pm.   Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Larry Seibert, and Donald Wilver, Jr., Secretary Ellie Koveleskie and Solicitor Peter Matson. The minutes of the June 23, 2020 meeting were unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and second by Mr. Seibert.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Seibert and second by Mr. Wilver, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the payment of bills as set forth on the bill sheet dated August 6, 2020 totaling $28,488.48.  
OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Diefenbach discussed the status of the Martin Broiler House.  Chris Sheaffer of Larson Design believes that we should wait a month because it has been so dry in order to see how it is going to work.  Mr. Diefenbach made a motion that once our engineers inspect the broiler house, we will release monies to Mr. Martin.  Mr. Wilver seconded the motion and it was carried.
Mr. Diefenbach asked if anyone has heard from Aaron Nolt of Nolt Broiler Houses, and no one has heard from him.  Mr. Diefenbach made a motion for Larson Design to set something up with Aaron Nolt for an inspection.  Mr. Wilver seconded it and it was carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Diefenbach opened bids for paving and base repair.  The paving bid was won by New Enterprise.  A motion was made by Mr. Diefenbach to award the paving bid to New Enterprise and was seconded by Mr. Seibert.  The results for the paving bids are as follows:

Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to approve Thomas and Karen Harvey’s subdivision parcel #014-056-065.00000 per the Planning Commission.  Mr. Wilver seconded the motion and it was carried.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Glen Leitzel, Jr. inquired about getting a driveway permit off Dyer Road, which would be through PennDot in Mountersville, since it is a state road.  Mr. Leitzel also asked about a demolition permit and David Hines told him to contact him at Central Keystone COG.

Bruce Musser wanted to know the status of White Deer Township taking over ownership of the West Milton Park.  Mr. Diefenbach stated that Mr. Matson is working on an ordinance and resolution of the donation of the land.  A title search may be done per Mr. Matson. The only leases that they currently have are with the Railroad Club and the Ball team, which are both verbal agreements.  There was a discussion of insurance coverage of $1 million to cover liability and fire insurance.
Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to give Mr. Matson the go ahead for the resolution and ordinance to acquire the West Milton Park property.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.
PLANNING AND ZONING 
Mr. Diefenbach discussed the Snyder Subdivision- 4 lot subdivision.  It had been denied by the Planning Commission at their July 7, 2020 meeting due to incompleteness.  Nathaniel Gearhart discussed the three waivers (width of cartway and stabilized shoulders, groundwater recharge system and cul de sac) that were requested for this subdivion and that are required under WDT’s SALDO.
Mr. Gearhart suggested that the supervisors and Mr. Snyder agree on a 60- day extension.

Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to a 60- day extension for the Snyder Subdivision.  Mr. Wilver seconded it and it was carried.
Mr. Diefenbach discussed the Main Street Project and the meeting that was held on July 30, 2020.  PPL’s poles are going to be moved and they are proposing that it will be ready for us to put out to bid in January 2021.  A final plan from Larson Design is expected in October or November 2020.  Mr. Diefenbach told the participants of the meeting that any questions are to go through the township, not PPL.  They want to start construction March 1, 2021.  They will also take care of the bids and advertising.
SOLICITOR COMMENT 
Mr. Matson brought up the status of the Solar Ordinance.  Mr. Wilver stated that the Planning Commission had tabled reviewing it at their last meeting.  David Hines of Central Keystone COG stated that they were curious as to whether the Commercial Manufacturing District and Commercial District were included in the ordinance. Mr. Wilver requested that Mr. Matson send the most recent version of the ordinance to the supervisors and the planning commission.  Mr. Diefenbach made a motion for Mr. Matson to reflect the removal of principal solar energy system as a permitted use in Commercial Manufacturing District.  Mr. Wilver seconded the motion and it was carried.
Mr. Matson discussed the Temporary Signs Ordinance, which would need to be reviewed by the county and the planning commission.  We would need to advertise the ordinance for adoption at the September meeting.  
SUPERVISORS COMMENTS
Mr. Diefenbach asked for a motion to adjourn, which was then so moved by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Seibert.
