
WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES

NEW COLUMBIA, PA
March 22, 2022
The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on March 22, 2022 at 7 pm.   Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Larry Seibert, and Donald Wilver, Jr.; Secretary Ellie Koveleskie and Township Solicitor Peter Matson.
The minutes of the February 22, 2022 meeting were unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and second by Mr. Seibert.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Seibert and second by Mr. Wilver, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the payment of bills as set forth on the bill sheet dated March 21, 2022 totaling $213,447.32.
OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS
Jamie Flick introduced himself as a candidate for State Representative of the new 83rd District and is running as a Republican.  He started up his own company called Susquehanna Software, which mostly deals with the state government.
Mr. Diefenbach opened the seal coat bids.  Russell Standard’s bid was $190,568.98.  Midland Asphalt’s bid was $174,955.14.    Mr. Seibert made a motion to accept Midland Asphalt’s bid for seal coat and it was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.
Mr. Diefenbach opened the paving bids. The following were the results:

Mr. Wilver made a motion to accept New Enterprise’s bid for the paving of Ridge Road and it was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.

Mr. Wilver made a motion for Mr. Matson to start working on an ordinance to enforce people from parking on the sidewalks in downtown New Columbia.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.
Mr. Wilver made a motion to advertise the changes to our Supervisor Meeting dates for April, June, and July 2022 due to conflicts to Mr. Seibert’s schedule.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.
Mr. Seibert made a motion to advertise for the construction of the salt shed, which was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.

Mr. Wilver made a motion to rejoin PSATS, which was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.

Mr. Wilver made a motion to put the Ford dump truck on Municibid in order to advertise and sell it.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.

With the local press in attendance the Supervisors presented a $100,000.00 pressboard check to the White Deer Township Volunteer Fire Company.  The check was actually given to the fire company in January for their new engine fund.  
Mr. Wilver made a motion to purchase a second zero turn mower, mainly for mowing at the West Milton Memorial Park.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.

Marc Thayer of Meixell-Diehl Insurance Company will be reviewing our insurance policies with Mr. Diefenbach and Ms. Koveleskie on March 30 at 8:00 a.m..
PUBLIC COMMENT
Bruce Musser stated that the annual Egg Hunt will be held at the West Milton Park on Saturday, April 16, 2022 at 1 pm.  The committee will be having a meeting after the egg hunt to discuss Homecoming 2022.
Katelyn Forbes asked if the supervisors were aware if the rumor was true in regards to Hands Up purchasing 465 Main Street and turning it into a half way house.  Mr. Musser mentioned that Hands Up had purchased another property 2 years ago on Mahoning Street and flipped it.  The purpose of the purchase is yet unknown. 

Donnie Russell inquired if something could be done at the curve on Bostian Road.  Mr. Diefenbach stated that we could look into a guide rail.
PLANNING AND ZONING 
David Hines presented the Gerald M. Enterline-Minor Subdivision Plan (#014-053-102.G0000).  The property is in the Rural Residential District and the proposed and existing use is a single-family dwelling.  A Stormwater Management Plan will be required if there will be development improvements exceeding 5000 sq. ft. of impervious coverage.  Mr. Wilver made a motion to table approval of the Enterline-Minor Subdivision Plan until research is completed on a setback issue. Motion was seconded by Mr. Seibert and the plan was tabled. 
David Hines presented the Leitzel-Subdivision Plan (#014-056-031.00000).  The property is located in the Agricultural District and the proposed use is for a Single-Family dwelling.  Section 425C requirements for non ag development have been met and a sewage module has been signed and sent into the S.E.O.  A Stormwater Management Plan may be needed for any project exceeding 5000 S.F. of new impervious coverage.
Highway Occupancy Permit has been reviewed for the driveway and will be applied for once the owner has control of the property.  The plan has been signed and notarized.  The White Deer Township Planning Commission reviewed the plan and made a positive motion to forward the plan to the Supervisors for approval.  Nathaniel Gearhart of Gearhart Surveying stated that in order to get the Highway Occupancy Permit, the applicant needs to get the Subdivision approved, obtain the deed (prove ownership) and then apply for the HOP from the state.  Mr. Gearhart obtained a letter reviewing the property, from Dewey Walls, Permit Supervisor for the state.  Mr. Wilver made a motion to approve the final Leitzel-Subdivision Plan contingent upon the sewage module being returned and was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.
