BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES

NEW COLUMBIA, PA
March 28, 2023
The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on March 28, 2023 at 7 pm.   Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Larry Seibert and Donald Wilver Jr.. Township Secretary Ellie Koveleskie and Township Solicitor Peter Matson were also present.
The minutes of the February 28, 2023 meeting were unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and second by Mr. Seibert.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Seibert and second by Mr. Wilver, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the payment of bills as set forth on the bill sheet dated March 27, 2023 for $ 56,899.13.

Mr. Wilver made a motion to approve the Sewage Enforcement Officer Agreement with Paul Rapp.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.  Mrs. Koveleskie was asked to have Mr. Rapp provide us with a certificate of insurance for 1 million dollars, naming us as beneficiary. 
Mr. Seibert made a motion to approve Resolution # 23-03 to designate Sam Lasher of the Bucknell Cycling Club as the Township’s designee to contact the PennDOT Traffic Management Center on the day of the Bucknell Cycling Classic (Saturday, April 1st).  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.

Mr. Wilver made a motion to approve Resolution #23-04 requesting approval for grant request for the West Milton Memorial Park.  The grant is submitted to DCED for the Greenways, Trails, and Recreation Grant Program.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.

Mr. Seibert made a motion to approve John DelVecchio, Community Planner,UCPC, the usage of our conference room on Thursday, April 20 from 5:30 PM to 8 PM to conduct an open house to discuss the Union County Comprehensive Plan.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.
Eagle Scout Nick Bennage of Troop 600 will be building a new platform at out recycling area with supervision of Troop Leader, Josh Bennage.  Clint Heintzelman was made Project Leader.  Mr. Diefenbach would like the township to supply the trex decking.  Lewisburg Builders is willing to supply it at their cost. It would cost the township between $1400-$1600 for the deck, railings, and the trex decking. The township would like the scouts to raise the money for the framing, which would be between $550 and $600 from YBC.  Mr. Wilver made a motion to approve the township to supply the trex decking.  It was seconded by Mr. Seibert and carried.
Mr. Seibert made a motion to proceed with the quotes that Mr. Diefenbach has so far for the West Milton Park storage shed at the cost of approximately $18,518.00, without labor.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Jeanette Baker of Furnace Road expressed her concerns regarding the current speed limit of Furnace Road.  Mr. Diefenbach told her that a traffic study would have to be done and the state police would have to enforce the speed limit.  She suggested putting signage, “Children at Play,” which would require an ordinance per Mr. Diefenbach.  Solicitor Matson will check into the sign ordinance and Clint Heintzelman was asked to check into what signs we possibly need.  
Bruce Musser of the West Milton Memorial Park discussed the upcoming Egg Hunt on Saturday, April 8, 2023.  Mrs. Koveleskie announced it on the township website and put up a flyer on the township front door.  Mr. Musser also discussed getting together with Mr. Heintzelman soon to remove old gas grills from the kitchen of the old pavilion.
