
WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING MINUTES

NEW COLUMBIA, PA 17856
September 22, 2020

The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on September 22, 2020 at 7 pm.   Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Larry Seibert, and Donald Wilver, Jr., Secretary Ellie Koveleskie and Solicitor Peter Matson. The minutes of the August 25, 2020 meeting were unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and second by Mr. Seibert.  
PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Seibert and second by Mr. Wilver, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the payment of bills as set forth on the bill sheet dated September 22, 2020 totaling $18,166.89.
OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Diefenbach discussed the release of funds for the Nolt and Martin Broiler Houses, since the final inspections have been done by Larson Design Group.  Chris Sheaffer of Larson noted that there will be one more invoice that will need to be paid before the release of funds. Mr. Seibert made a motion to release funds once the final invoices are paid.  Mr. Wilver seconded the motion and it was carried.
NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to adopt Ordinance #65, which is the SALDO Amendment regarding Storm Water Plans and Construction.  Mr. Wilver seconded the motion and it was carried.
Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to adopt Ordinance #66, which is the Solar Ordinance.
Mr. Seibert seconded the motion and it was carried.
Mr Diefenbach made a motion to adopt Ordinance # 67, which is the Temporary Signs Ordinance.  Mr. Seibert seconded the motion and it was carried. Mr. Matson confirmed that these ordinances were advertised in the paper.

Mr. Diefenbach discussed the line painting bid estimates that we received.  The bids are as follows:

A change order request from New Enterprise Stone & Lime Co., Inc. in the amount of $15,600 to place 2A Subbase to the shoulders of Bostian Road was unanimously approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and a second by Mr. Seibert.  




Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to award the line painting bid to Alpha Space Control Co., Inc.  Mr. Wilver seconded the motion and it was carried.

Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to pay David Young the same wages as Fred Loreman and Bob Wesner for snow removal.  Mr. Seibert seconded the motion and it was carried.
Following a motion by Mr. Wilver and second by Mr. Seibert, The Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve MMO (Minimum Municipal Obligation) for 2020 budget for Nevin Yost in the amount of $5002.04.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Gary Leech, Sr. from the Reading and Susquehanna Model Railroad Club discussed the leaning pole with cable reinforced lines.  He offered to pay part of the light bill ($15 per month) on behalf of the club and he inquired if there will be a park committee.  He mentioned that someone from their club checks things out at night.  Steps need to be replaced next spring and he wants to get together then and discuss it.  Mr. Diefenbach stated that we are in the process of cleaning up the property.  The poles are going to get looked at as well.  Mr. Leech offered to come down to help along with George Sampsell of their club.  Mr. Leech stated that the club has their own liability insurance and Mrs. Koveleskie made a copy of it for our records.  Mr. Leech asked if it will be possible for the club to have open houses, soup sales, etc.
PLANNING AND ZONING 
Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to approve the Snyder Residential Minor Subdivision Plan contingent upon the following conditions:
1. The subdivision will be served by a private road.

2. The Union County Conservation District is currently reviewing NPDES permit for the project.

3. A Highway Occupancy Permit is required for the access from Sunrise Road.
Mr. Seibert seconded the motion and it was carried.
Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to approve the Platt Subdivision Plan (#014-055-006.00000).  Mr. Seibert seconded the motion and it was carried.

Mr. Diefenbach made a motion to approve the Performance Bond for Ryan Lloyd of 916 Hollow Road- Agreement to Remove Structure – with a guaranty of $1,100.00 provided to the Township, which is 110% of the estimated cost of the removal and disposal of the existing structure.  The owner agrees to remove the structure within 30 days of the signed agreement, the Township is free to take whatever action it deems necessary to accomplish the provisions of this Agreement.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Wilver and carried.
