


 WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 

MEETING MINUTES

NOVEMBER 25, 2025

The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on November 25, 2025.  Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Paul Saber and Donald Wilver, Jr., Township Secretary Michelle Finck and Township Solicitor Jason Brudecki, Esq.  Also in attendance were Erik Platt, Clint Heintzelman, Bruce & Marguerite Musser, Jim Messinger and Donald Cook.

The minutes from the October 28, 2025 meeting were approved following a motion by Mr. Saber and seconded by Mr. Wilver.     

PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the bill sheet dated November 25, 2025, totaling $78,843.87 with $50,757 being for the new pickup.

OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Heintzelman shared that the purchase of the bucket truck from Citizens Electric has been delayed until January. 

Discussion ensued regarding the new radio systems installed in the trucks with the new pickup to be equipped once it comes back from Bradco. 

NEW BUSINESS
2026 Meeting Dates
A list of tentative meeting dates for 2026 was reviewed. The list be given to the Planning Commission for review at their December meeting.  Approval to advertise these dates will be made at the December Board meeting.

Susquehanna Community Bank/C&N Accounts – Insurance Sweep Accounts for General Fund and State Accounts.
The bank proposed that the funds in the General Checking Account and State Account be switched to Insurance Cash Sweep Accounts which accrue higher interest.  Information was provided to the Supervisors for review.

ZONING AND PLANNING
No plans needed reviewed.
SOLICITOR/SUPERVISOR/OTHER COMMENTS
Mr. Brudecki shared that he received an email from the Solicitor Neidig regarding the White Deer Sewer Authority receiving a directive from DEP requiring that the White Deer Pumping Station limit new connections due to a projected hydraulic overload within the next two years.  This applies to the connections to the White Deer Pumping Station. This will be an agenda item for the next sewer meeting.   Discussion ensued.  

Mr. Brudecki shared that the period has passed to appeal the Zoning Hearing Board decision regarding the Bitcoin/Crypto Currency Mining.  Attorney Showalter contacted Mr. Brudecki requesting to amicably settle out of court stating that the operation has moved to Arizona and is not currently operating out of the building on Ridge Road.  Discussion ensued.  A motion was made by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber to have Mr. Brudecki prepare an agreement to address the electrical service and cooling fans, vacant structure as well as prohibiting any future cryptocurrency business to be conducted at this location.

Mr. Wilver shared that he has made contacts with several business regarding restoring the World War I monument at the park.  It is estimated to cost $3,000 to restore the granite.  Discussion ensued regarding the names listed on the monument as well as additional information to be added.  Discussion was held regarding improvements to the pavilion covering the cannon.  

PUBLIC COMMENT
Jim Messinger and Donald Cook from the fire company were in attendance to share the status of the Ambulance Service.  The current contract with EMTS will not be renewed after the end of the year.  Starting in January, the fire company will have paid staff providing Emergency Medical Service.  Discussion ensued.  

ADJOURNMENT
With no other business to discuss, a motion was made by Mr. Saber and seconded by Mr. Wilver.
