


WHITE DEER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MEETING MINUTES - DECEMBER 16, 2025

The regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors of White Deer Township was held on December 16, 2025.  Present were Supervisors Carroll Diefenbach, Paul Saber and Donald Wilver, Jr., Township Secretary Michelle Finck and Township Solicitor Jason Brudecki, Esq. Also in attendance were Erik Platt, Clint Heintzelman, Colton Loreman, Steve Wilver, and Doug Finck

The November 25, 2025, meeting minutes were approved following a motion by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber.

PAYMENT OF BILLS
Following a motion by Mr. Saber and seconded by Mr. Wilver, the Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to approve the bill sheet dated December 16, 2025, totaling $19,039.69 which included the expense of outfitting the new pickup with the plow and lightbar at Bradco.

OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Brudecki shared that he is obtaining the signatures on the settlement agreement for the bitcoin/cryptocurrency business on Ridge Road.  

NEW BUSINESS
Motion to Adopt 2026 Proposed Budget
A motion was made by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber to adopt the proposed 2026 budget with an excess of $32,860.22.

Motion to Advertise 2026 Meeting Dates
A motion was made by Mr. Saber and seconded by Mr. Wilver to advertise the 2026 meeting dates.

Motion Adopt Ordinance # 82 regarding Zoning Regulations Regarding Data Centers and Data Center Accessory Uses Amending Chapter 27 of the Code of Ordinances
A motion was made by Mr. Saber and seconded by Mr. Wilver to adopt the ordinance addressing zoning regulations for data centers and date center accessory uses.

Motion to Adopt Resolution #25-8 for 2026 Real Estate Millage Rates
A motion was made by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber to adopt the resolution setting the millage rates for 2026 with no increase.

Motion to Adopt Resolution #25-9 for 2026 Local Service Tax Rate
A motion was made by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber to adopt the resolution setting the Local Service Tax for 2026 with no increase.

Discussion on JCB HydraDig
A meeting was held with Stephenson Equipment and JCB to further discuss the issues with our JCB HydraDig.  Stephenson Equipment offered a proposal to replace our 2023 machine with a 2025 machine including a 2-year warranty for $35,229.20.  A motion was made by Mr. Wilver and seconded by Mr. Saber to accept this proposal pending our inspection of the newer machine.

ZONING AND PLANNING
No plans needed reviewed.

SOLICITOR/SUPERVISOR/OTHER COMMENTS
Ms. Finck shared that the 2024 Liquid Fuels audit was completed with no findings.

Discussion was held regarding our gas/diesel purchases through Beck & Platt Fuels now that Erik Platt has been elected as our new supervisor. Mr. Brudecki will research this to see if there is any conflict. 

Mr. Brudecki shared that he will be attending a PSATs solicitor seminar and will share any pertinent information with the Supervisors.
