Blanket Variance to Casas at Mesa Del Oro
BA-031-21

Dear Sir or Madam,

I am contacting you to inform you that Pinal County is applying for a blanket variance in Casas
at Mesa Del Oro to be heard on April 28, 2022. This action, if approved, will allow Casas at Mesa Del
Oro to continue to create attached single family dwellings in the same fashion allowed by PZ-010-81.

Staff notes that lots in Casas at Mesa Del Oro do not meet the minimum lot size and setbacks for the
CR-5 Zoning District. The lots were created under PZ-010-81 that had a stipulation that allowed
building walls to be on parcel lines to allow for attached single family dwellings. The county has since
adjusted the zoning setbacks and Casas at Mesa Del Oro has not been able to complete developments
in this single family attached dwelling style.

On April 28, 2022, at 9:00am the Board of Adjustments will hear BA-031-21 to address and correct the
undersized lot issues. The variance stipulations will at the minimum include the following to all lots
within Casas at Mesa Del Oro:

1. All State and County regulations shall be adhered to and all required approvals, plans, submittal
documents and permits be submitted and obtained, including but not limited to, planning
clearance, building, sewage disposal, right-of -way use permit, handling and disposal of waste
water, air quality permit, security lighting, fire protection, etc.

2. All lots shall be subject to the MD (Mixed Dwelling) zone of the PCDSC including uses and
development standards.

3. Lots may not be split to create smaller parcels

A unique hardship was created when the county rescinded the zoning and left Casas at Mesa Del Oro
with parcels that were undersized and with a building style that did not adhere to setbacks per the
current zoning designation.
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This requires no action from you and will not negatively affect your property or property’s value in
anyway. There will be an additional yellow card mail notification for comments and information
regarding the hearing included as part of this letter.
