DOT Drug Screen (pre-employment) Must show Negative results prior to training on the roadway

Current MVR (Motor Vehicle Report) from DLD No DUI or serious violations in past 3 years

Utah CDL Driver Handbook Study sections relevant to the class of CDL you want

Schedule written test at DLD

After Permit is Obtained:

Original DLD issued (paper) CLP AND DL in their possession at all times while training

Online Theory Course Must be completed before Skills tests can be scheduled. Contact David for enrollment

Read and study the ELDT Handouts Will be emailed to you and discussed during driving training
