Violation of
this rule will result in an additional fine
of $600.

Check in is anytime after 4pm. Early
check in must be requested and
approved prior to stay. Approval is based
upon availability. 

Parties, gatherings, and other social
functions are strictly prohibited.

Front door will be accessible with the code
provided the day of your check in.
Upon arrival, please park in the back and
enter in through the front of the home.

We are not responsible for the loss of personal
belongings or valuables during your stay. We cannot
be responsible for any items left behind.

Please keep the noise at a minimum
between 10 pm to 8 am as a courtesy
to the neighbors. 

Pets are not allowed on the premises
or within the property.

There are 2 designated parking spots
located at the rear of the home.

8. Permittable Guests 

6 guests are allowed at the maximum. All
overnight guest must be stated at the
time of  booking. Please do not have more
guests than stated in your reservation.
Additional guest not stated in the
reservation will result in a fee of $50 per
night per person.

The security system, which includes the
doorbell camera, smoke detector as well
as the WIFI equipment, are there for your
safety and comfort; tampering with or
disabling these items are a violation of
house rules and will result in immediate
cancellation of reservation.
