RASCOE CONVENTION POLICIES
1. VOTING ELIGIBILITY – IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS, EACH REGULAR MEMBER OF THE ASSOCIATION IN ATTENDANCE WILL BE ENTITLED TO A VOTE ON ANY ISSUE THAT COMES BEFORE THE ASSEMBLED GROUP.
2. SECRET BALLOTING – NO VOTES WILL BE BY SECRET BALLOT UNLESS THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS DETERMINES TO DO SO ON A SPECIFIC ITEM DURING THE ASSEMBLED CONVENTION.
3. PATRICIPATION IN ACTIVITIES BY PERSONS WHO ARE NOT MEMBERS OF THE RASCOE BOARD OF DIRECTORS  - ANY RASCOE MEMBER PRESENT CAN MAKE MOTIONS, SECOND MOTIONS, MAKE NOMINATIONS, ETC., PROVIDED THE OFFICIAL REGULAR DUES PAYING MEMBERS OF THE RASCOE BOARD OF DIRECTORS (DELEGATES) FROM THE PERSONS STATE DO NOT OBJECT.  IF THE RASCOE DIRECTORS FROM THE PERSON’S STATE DO OBJECT, THEN THE PERSON WOULD BE PROHIBTED FROM MAKING MOTIONS, SECONDING MOTIONS, OR MAKING NOMINATIONS, ETC.
4. PRESENTATIONS BY INDIVIDUALS, STATE OR GROUPS – INDIVIDUALS, STATES OR GROUPS WHO DESIRE TO PRESENT RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE RASCOE BOARD OF DIRECTORS FOR ACTION WILL BE PERMITTED TO DO SO DURING ANY ASSEMBLED MEETING.
