Rules for the New Jersey State Field Archery Association 
 Indoor Championship 

 
NOTE:  This is the best-of-2 scores with the highest score counting, so we have shoot times over 3 days. You 
are not required to shoot a 2nd time, that is up to your discretion. 
 
Registration 
1.​ It is a requirement that you must be a member of the NFAA to participate in the New Jersey State Field 

Archery Association Indoor Championship.  Your NFAA Card must be presented at registration to confirm 
membership.  USA Archery membership is no longer accepted.  

2.​ A separate registration form/fee is required for each separate division that you are shooting. For each 
division registered, one fee covers shooting two scores. 

3.​ For the Pro Division, the Pro Purse is a one-time only fee and not required if shooting a 2nd time. 
4.​ Lifetime members are exempt from registration fees for the 1st division they want to shoot.  If they want to 

shoot a second separate division, they must pay the registration fees for that second division. 
 

Shooting Rules 
1.​ All NFAA rules will apply to this championship shoot.  
2.​ The Championship will be one NFAA 300/60X round using a 5-spot or single-spot blue face target.   
3.​ The single-spot target will be scored X-5-4-3-2-1. 
4.​ The 5-spot target will be scored X-5-4 only. 
5.​ Xs and inside out Xs will be scored for all 12 ends.  
6.​ The round will be 12 ends of 5 arrows per end at 20 yds. (Cubs will be at 10 yds).  
7.​ Targets will be rotated from top to bottom, bottom to top at half-way point at the end of the 6th end. 
8.​ There will be a mandatory 10-minute break at the half-way point, after the 6th end which all locations are 

following. 
9.​ The time limit for each end of 5 arrows is 4 minutes. 
10.​There will be open practice permitted the day of the shoot UP TO 15 MINUTES BEFORE THE SCHEDULE LINE 

TIME.  
11.​There will be 2 ends for practice when the round begins. There will be no practice ends after the midway 

break. 
12.​In the event of equipment failure, the archer will be allowed 15 minutes repair time without holding up the 

tournament. One practice end will be allowed after the repair. The archer will be allowed to make up any 
arrows missed during the repair time after the final end of the tournament. 

13.​Witnessed bounce outs or arrows passing completely through the target will be reshot. 
14.​Crossbows are not permitted. 

 
Awards 
1.​ The NFAA flight system will be used (see NFAA Constitution for details).  
2.​ Plaques will be awarded to the Champion flight of each division/age group only. Medals will be awarded for 

all other places within the flight system. 
3.​ Only NJSFAA members will be eligible for awards and records.  Non-NJSFAA members who hold a NFAA 

membership, can shoot as a guest.   
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
