ROCKY POINT FIRE/EMS BOARD
Four Board members, the chief, and 3 guests attended the April meeting.  After the pledge, the Board approved the previous month’s minutes.  Financial report wasn’t ready, so they’ll address that next month. 

For the Board, Fred provided an update on the insurance claim for the damaged tool room roof.  Repair bid was $3700, with a consideration for an additional $875 to provide roof access to the well that’s in the tool room.  The rescue vehicle is for sale ($2500), and 2 parties are interested.  

Old business began with the Financial Management policy, which will now show that in-house bookkeeping will be directed by the Board treasurer, with 2 signatures required on every check.  The change, approved by the Board, will reduce our insurance costs.

New business consisted of passing a Public Records Policy, which has to do with costs for producing records for an individual.

Then to the chief’s 6-month review, resulting in extending Diann’s position for another year.  Salary remains the same, with a monthly addition of $100 for her doing the bookkeeping.

Chief Diann reported the new Command Car is in the process of getting all the lights, sirens, bells, whistles and whatever installed.  The EMR class started with an enrollment of 8 students, 2 of whom plan to take the EMT class next year.  May 11 will be a mandatory extrication training for all volunteers, with instructors from Chiloquin and possibly others.  The public is invited to come and watch from 1 – 5 PM.  And finally, Diann says the department has over $31,000 in ambulance billing outstanding.

For the Summer Festival, Sandy says it’s going well, but she’ll not chair it next year.  That means somebody reading this needs to step forward and take that on.

Volunteers reported a huge turnout at their recent pancake feed.  And no wonder – it was great!

After a reminder about the April 10 Budget Committee meeting, the group adjourned.
