Four Board members (Fred has resigned, following his move from the area), fire chief, and 5 guests attended the September meeting, called to order by Bruce.  Corrections to the previous minutes are that we now have 1 advanced EMT and 2 intermediate.  Approved.  The Board delayed approval of the treasurer’s report until members have time to examine the document, after which the Board accepted Fred’s resignation.


Under Old Business, Diann clarified the status of grant possibilities for an ambulance and out-of-compliance items.  Diann emailed the Board the General Code of Conduct she chose to use and said it didn’t need Board approval.  The State of the District report hasn’t been mailed, pending printing and receiving the mailing list from the county.  After discussion on revisiting an earlier approval on the matter, the Board tabled the decision until next meeting.  A previous meeting’s motion to not print condensed minutes in The Point resulted in the Board deciding it was not a Board issue and approved not addressing it.  Diann said the fire truck being donated by Jackson County Fire Department blew up, so we won’t be getting it.


New Business began with Diann confirming she’ll copy resolutions, polices, laws, and regulations and include them in the SDAO Handbook.  The Board approved delaying the replacement decision for Fred’s Board position until next meeting.  Some discussion followed on the present success of the Department, with the concern about people who have left the department and how to be more proactive and inviting occurring.


Chief’s report included the following:  New copier arrived; helicopter landing zone is no longer safe and the pine tree by the bottle shed needs to come down; SCBA training for volunteers completed; ambulance will be on standby for the Lake of the Woods car show; keys to the office have been changed, as has the door code; Diann agreed to an ambulance transport to Rocky Point from Sky Lakes; and the first aid/CPR class is Sept. 28, 8 AM – 3 PM.


For the Summer Festival, Sandy said we still need someone to head it up for 2020.  For the VFA, Diann picked up the shirts.
