 Events/Scoring:  Events went well, Search and Rescue (Z3) had the manikin placed to far from the entrance. It made the event run a lot longer than normal., Bunking and SCBA (TBD), Timed Hydrant (TBD), Make and Break (BHL), Combat Challenge Relay (TBD), EMS-Backboard Obstacle Course (VAS), Hazmat-Ops Level (SEA) mostly ran well.
