Installation Process:

After receiving the product a member of the Office of the Fire Marshal will contact the property owner
or designee to schedule a core replacement appointment. Only authorized fire department
personnel may install or reprogram Knox eLock Cores.

Per 2018 International Fire Code (IFC) 8506 and local ordinance:
o Properties without a compliant KnoxBox may face enforcement action.
e Delays in occupancy approval, fire department access, or emergency operations may occur
if KnoxBox requirements are not met.
