President Delaney spoke regarding the server that is needed for the police department. The cost is $11,695.65. The funds to pay for this will come from the Police Donations account. Motion made by Council Member West and seconded by Council Member Harris. 

Council Member Mikalic would the Luzerne Foundation to setup a fund for parks greenspace and public recreation. They are non-profit and will keep 2% of the donations received. The borough would be responsible for the funds. This fund can be used toward hydrilla treatment and beautification of the lake. Motion made by Council Member Evans and seconded by Council Member West to approve The Luzerne Foundation to have a fund setup for the benefits of parks, green space and public recreation areas within the borough. Resolution 02-2026-0421.

Motion made by Council Member Mikalic to amend the agenda. She stated that Creditech/Berkheimer can collect delinquent refuse accounts. This would not cost the borough additional money. The resolution will be to collect on any of the delinquent accounts that are in arrears of over 120 days, and a 25% fee will be added to the amount collected. Motion made by Council Member Harris and seconded by Council Member Evans to approve Creditech as the company that collects delinquent refuse accounts. Resolution number 02-2026-0428.
