UNIFORM

Broadway babies: llac/light purple Leotard & skirt, ballet tights, pink ballet shoes.

Ballet: Leotard, tights, pink ballet shoes, hair MUST be in a ballet bun. Short skirts allowed.
Lyrical: Leotard /crop/singlet, dance shorts, turning shoes.

Jazz: | eotard/crop/singlet, dance shorts, tan jazz shoes.

Hip Hop: |DC jersey/tshirt/crop/singlet, shorts/rackies, dean sneakers. No school shoes please
Tap: Leotard/crop/singlet. dance shorts. tan tap shoes juniors & intermediates. Black - seniors
Acro: Crop or singlet, dance shorts/leggings, bare feet. NO TSHIRTS, tight clothing only please.
Hair: A gel or hair sprayed ballet bun induding net and pins is expected for all ballet dasses.
Aneat hair sprayed ponytail or similar is expected for all other dasses.

General: No jewelleryis to be worn to dasses except stud earrings.
Our studio colours are Black & Lilac. only. All uniforms should be in these colours only ( excuding advanced ballet, £

musical, stretch & comp teams ) We have some uniforms available throughout the year from the front desk. Leotards,
tights & shoes are available from Gb Sports & Online.
