ECC Guidelines Discussion and Voting
June 2, 2025

Votes and Outcomes:
1. Guideline Amendment (Rule 12.2): Motion to temporarily (12 months) lift the restriction preventing the review of applications for owners with unrelated outstanding violations. Outcome: Passed unanimously.
1. Guideline Amendment (Walkways): Motion to recommend the Board allow impervious materials (pavers/bricks, excluding concrete) for walkways on upland green belt sections. Outcome: Passed unanimously.
Summary of Discussion Points:
1. Solving the "Violation Jail": Kirk argued that preventing people from fixing a DEP issue because of a minor fence violation was "self-defeating" and kept the community in a perpetual state of non-compliance.
1. Riprap vs. Fill: Discussion on defining riprap as "shoreline stabilization" rather than "fill" to align with DEP's more favorable view of erosion control.
1. Planting Restrictions: Confusion regarding a supposed prohibition on planting trees in the green belt. The committee expressed a desire to encourage native planting rather than just sod.
Outcomes and Decisions:
1. The committee will provide detailed advice to the Board of Directors to vote on these guideline changes at the upcoming Monday meeting.
Future Discussion Items:
1. Review of the full 35-page governing document for further necessary amendments.
1. Clarifying the definition of "allowable fill" in the guidelines.
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
