WITHOUT THORNS

Without Thorns is one part of our organizational
design to address and eradicate domestic
violence and abuse. We aspire to establish a
Batterer’s Intervention Program (BIP) that will
work with abusers to break the cycle of violence.
This initiative will go beyond anger
management and get to the root of the issue,
ending violent behavior and healing families.

In February, we held our first 6-week men’'s
group using Rock Solid Men curriculum from
the Man in the Mirror organization. The
curriculum covered the practical ways a man of
faith could live his life with faith at the center.

Another 6-week group was held in April and
May, completing the Wild at Heart curriculum,
authored by John Eldridge, a teacher and
licensed counselor. The study focused on the
identity & divine design of men.
