1. sporadic: occurring at irregular intervals or only in a few places; scattered or isolated

10.  subversion: the act of corrupting; overthrowing; undermining
11. enormity: the great or extreme scale, seriousness, or extent of something perceived as bad or morally wrong.

13. condone: accept and allow (behavior that is considered morally wrong or offensive) to continue
14. extricate: free (someone or something) from a constraint or difficulty.
