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Members of the jury, your duty is to decide this case based only on the evidence presented and the law as I have explained it.  You must not be influenced by sympathy, prejudice, or outside opinion.
The plaintiff must prove each part of their claim by a preponderance of the evidence.  If they meet this burden, your verdict should be in favor of the plaintiff.  If not, your verdict must be in favor of the defendant.
Carefully consider all testimony and exhibits, discuss the evidence with each other, and try to reach a unanimous decision.  Your verdict must reflect your honest judgment based on the facts and the law.
