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Q.  Would you -- normally, in a situation like this, we ask questions.  I'm aware of your past history as a police officer and also as a San Francisco fireman. I would prefer -- I'll let you do it in a narrative form as to what happened this morning, if you can lead up to the events of the shooting and then backtrack as to why these events took place.
A.  Well, it's just that I've been under an awful lot of pressure lately.  When the pressures got too great, I decided to leave. After I left, my family and friends offered their support and said whatever it would take to allow me to go back into office, well, they would be willing to make that effort. So since I went to Mayor Moscone and told him that my situation had changed and I'd like to retain my seat, to be appointed to my seat. Initially he told me that he felt that I was that I was doing an outstanding job and that if it came to a legal ruling, that he would reappoint me because of the type of person I was. So with that in mind I tried to set my personal affairs in order, preparing to take my seat. And then it came out that Supervisor Milk and some others were working against me to get my seat back on the board. I learned of this while I was in the City Attorney's office, when Supervisor Milk called, stating that he was of that mind. I was in the office and I heard the conversation that he was going to try to prevent me from taking my seat again.
