About

Band camp is held at Golden West High School and takes place 2
weeks before the school year begins. The first week, also the most intensive, consists of two
rehearsals each day. There is a morning session that goes from 9:00am to 2:00pm and this is
where the students learn marching fundamentals and most of the music for the marching
season. The evening rehearsal is where the students begin learning their spot on the field for
the field show. At the end of this second week, there is a public performance showing everyone
how far the band has come in just 9 days of rehearsals! The next week consists of only evening
rehearsals.

Band camp is @ mandatory activity. This is where the students learn most of the field
show for the entire marching season. Students that do not show up to band camp will be
removed from the field show and may be removed from the band’s roster. If a student has a
conflict, it must be cleared with Mr. Salazar well ahead of time. Mr. Salazar will work with the
other coaches and teachers to come up with a compromise that will not punish or penalize the
student.

Financial Cost for the Season
Because the budget provided to the marching band by the school does not cover all
costs for the fall season, we ask that each student contribute $100 for the season. This money

will go towards the field show music, marching drill, band staff, props, instruments and
equipment, feeding the students, and much more. The $100 is a goal and we hope that each
student is either able to pay it outright, or reach that goal through participation in fundraisers
throughout the season.

Students will also be expected to pay for marching shoes if they do not already have a
pair, as well as for a couple of sets of gloves. Mr. Salazar will place the order for these items at
the beginning of the school year.
