A triangle would be aligned on the cue |
ball and the object ball center, about the width of & finger away from the |
objectball. Another triangle would be aligned with the next object ball tht |
s tobe impacted, afler completing the current shot. A circular marker would
be placed at the desired position for the cue bl to come to rest, after the.
shot has been completed, to achieve optimal “shape”. The smaller, triangu-
far markers would be placed adjacent to other balls
