ow 
The child reads the big, bold type. 

This contains the most common 

words, words that can be decoded 

or words containing the sound   

being learnt. 

The text in the corner is 

just for the adult or reading 

partner. This is to develop 

the child’s vocabulary and 

promote discussion. 

Say “ow” (as in “now”).  

Say it quiet, say it loud and say it silly! Trace the letters with your finger... Let’s go!
