THE WORLDS - WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW - Part 3

If you have been following this article, there are a few things to recap:

© There are two levels of play at the Worlds. If you win in your group, you are a “divisional
winner”, not world champion. To play in the championship flight, you must be in the top 16 -
not 16% as a previous article stated, and it costs an additional $50US to play in that group.

© You will receive your play schedule long before you head to the location. You do not need to

stay for the full two weeks - there is no big awards ceremony at the end. If you win, you will be

awarded about an hour after your group play concludes. Many categories pay to sixth place so

hang about for the results!

Don’t be intimidated by the clay. It’s different but not life-threatening.

Bring your best horseshoe manners so leave your Bam Bams at home for the tournament. But

do pack your great Canadian friendliness and some hospitality gifts if you like and be prepared

to meet some interesting folks.

© There will be free water for participants and other food and drink available at the venue. There
will also be some horseshoe-specific shopping and a souvenir t-shirt booth. There is a roaming
photographer plus you can purchase the formal photos of your group before play and the
award photos when it is over. Or you can just take your own...

© Bring a folding chair or some kind of cushion for sitting on portable metal bleachers so you can
be comfortable while you cheer on your friends and watch the truly great players play.

A couple of other important points...bring your own measuring stick. If you don’t have one, you can
purchase one onsite. | had an interesting situation in my very first game. My opponent was
measuring with her shoe and after the game the scorekeeper (who happened to also be a Canadian)
pointed out to me that she was measuring incorrectly. Wouldn’t have made any difference to the
outcome as she beat me soundly but point taken - bring your own tools. A full-size pickup stick is not
very helpful in clay anyway so the pickup-measuring combo is really useful.

They do stream live from the site during play so you can check that out and send a link home to your
friends and family.

Similar to the Canadians last year, they do not weigh and measure your shoes when you check in for
your event. They only check that your shirt is professionally lettered with your name and city, and
they record the brand name of your shoes. Only Canadians can throw the Presidents brand of shoes
that we have as they are not sanctioned in the US. Further, your shoes may be subject to a random
inspection by a judge at any time during your event. | didn’t see it happen anywhere, but I’'m sure that
it did.

The only information that | could find out about parking said that the site offers 1,500 FREE parking

spaces. This is a fabulous feature, but with a parking lot that big, be prepared to walk as there may
be 1,000 participants in this event.
