Other
actors/crew are depending on everyone to be present at rehearsal. If you are absent, you need to find out
what you missed. The show is constantly evolving, changing at every single rehearsal. We are adding layers
to the scene such as props, costumes, moments, etc. We all want to make the show the best it can be, this
can only happen if we are at rehearsal, and if we have to miss, to find out what you missed so you are
prepared when you come back. Take time to go through the rehearsal schedule and highlight when
you need to be in attendance.

Every Cast and Crew member should have a buddy that is in their scenes/role, to take notes for them if they
are sick. Please reach out to your buddy if you are out and find out what you missed.

For Every Saturday Rehearsal, bring your folder, script, pencil, notebook, water bottle and light snack.

For Every Rehearsal Bring your Script, pencil, notebook, and a water bottle. Each actor/tech crew member
will receive an official UpStage Players folder. Folders will be turned in on Saturdays only. Anything that is
turned in - please put it in your folder, if there is money involved, put it in an envelope with your name on it. If
your folder is lost, there will be a fee to replace it.

You need to rehearse on your days away from rehearsal. Review notes, lines, music, and practice
choreography. Come to rehearsals prepared with ideas, questions, new moments so rehearsal is productive
and moves the show forward.

If it is snowy, please try and remember to bring a change of shoes so we can keep the rehearsal space dry.

Check your email and Remind for director’s notes after Saturday rehearsals and tech rehearsals. Write the
notes in your script and implement them for the next rehearsal.

Be kind to others and respect the process. Rehearsals are our time to grow as a team, to learn our roles on
and backstage, and how we all work together. It will take each and every rehearsal to get better. Trust in the
process. Try to make connections with others and build relationships. Show gratitude and respect to the
Library staff, UpStage Staff, actors, techies, and volunteers. No Cell Phones during rehearsals.
