“Administrative capacity”? | decided to try it, since | wouldn’t be directly involved in conversation with
people for the most part, due to my hearing.

The first day Pastor Angelique introduced me to someone by saying, “This is Jerry. He knows all about
computers”! | nearly fainted: | didn’t know whether to scream or run...... I The one thing | knew going into
this venture was that | am limited in computer knowledge. Very limited! | was severely afflicted with feelings
of inadequacy.
