
VVM Life Group -Cyclical Lesson 1 
Cultivate Good Relationships! “Welcome with open arms fellow believers who don’t see things the way you do. And don’t jump all over them 
every time they do or say something you don’t agree with—even when it seems that they are strong on opinions but weak in the faith department. 
Remember, they have their own history to deal with. Treat them gently.” (Rom 14.1 MSG) 

1. New Creation – (2 Cor 5:17) 
a. (KJV)Therefore, if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are 

passed away; Behold, all things are become new.  
b. (TPT)Now, if anyone is enfolded into Christ, he has become an entirely new 

person. All that is related to the old order has vanished. Behold, everything is 
fresh and new.  

c. (AMPC)Therefore, if any man is engrafted in Christ he is a new creation 
altogether, the old previous moral and spiritual condition has passed away. 
Behold the fresh and new has come!  

d. (MSG)Now we look inside, and what we see is that anyone united with the 
Messiah gets a fresh start, is created new. The old life is gone; a new life 
burgeons!  

2. Soul Renewal/Discipline the Flesh – (Rom 12:2) 
a. (KJV)Be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of 

your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will 
of God.  

b. (TPT)Stop imitating the ideals and opinions of the culture around you but be 
inwardly transformed by the Holy Spirit through a total reformation of how you 
think. This will empower you to discern God's will as you live a beautiful life, 
satisfying and perfect in his eyes.  

c. (AMPC)Do not be conformed to this world or this age [fashioned after and 
adapted to its external, superficial customs], but be transformed and changed by 
the entire renewal of your mind [by its new ideals and its new attitude], so that 
you may prove [for yourselves] what is the good and acceptable and perfect will 
of God, even the thing which is good and acceptable and perfect [in his sight for 
you].  

d. (MSG)Don't become so well adjusted to your culture that you fit into it without 
even thinking. Instead, fix your attention on God. You'll be changed from the 
inside out. Readily recognize what he wants from you and quickly respond to it. 
Unlike the culture around you, always dragging you down to its level of 
immaturity, God brings the best out of you, develops well-formed maturity in 
you.

3. Love – (Matt 22:37-39) 
a. (KJV)Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, 

and with all thy mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second 
is like unto it, thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.  

b. (TPT)Love the Lord your God with every passion of your heart, with all the 
energy of your being, and with every thought that is within you. This is the great 
and supreme commandment. And the second is like it in importance: you must 
love your friend in the same way you love yourself.  

c. (AMPC)You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your 
soul and with all your mind (intellect). This is the great (most important 
principle) and first commandment. And a second is like it: you shall love your 
neighbor as [you do] yourself.  

d. (MSG)Jesus said, ‘Love the Lord your God with all your passion and prayer and 
intelligence.’ This is the most important, the first on any list. But there is a 
second to set alongside it: ‘Love others as well as you love yourself.’ These two 
commands are pegs: everything in God's law and the prophets hangs from them.
