
GHS Alumni will have Open House May 3 

	 The Greenville High School Alumni Association will have its 17th annual Open 
House on Sunday afternoon, May 3, at the G.H.S. Cafeteria. The event is totally free and 
will last from 1:00 PM to 4:00. There is no program and it is a walk through happening 
with free refreshments. Friends of GHS and staff members are invited, too.  

 This is a chance for G.H.S. alums to reconnect with their past. We have over 200 
tri-fold cardboards with pictures from all 115 Chief yearbooks (1911-2025). There are all 
21,000+ senior photos from all the yearbooks, all scanned and in one place. This is the 
only place you can see every senior picture of everyone who has graduated in the past 
115 years. This year we will have all of these boards back, due to popular demand. There 
are also specialized boards dealing with GHS clubs, sports, music, classes, teachers, post 
cards and school pictures, and other subjects. There will be 100-year listings of 
Homecoming Court members, Jack Raudabaugh award winners, Prom Courts and 
themes, Student Council and N.H.S. presidents, senior class officers, Valedictorians, 
Salutatorians, Head Ushers, National Honor Societies, Technical Honor Societies, Winter 
Sports Festival courts, Marching Band Field Commanders, Drum Majors, Athletic Hall of 
Fame, and Yearbook editors. 

There are new listings of 4 and 5 generation families who have graduated from 
Greenville High School. This covers from the first graduation in 1873 through 2025. We 
have discovered over 50 families with 4 generations or more members being GHS grads.  

This year’s 50th anniversary Class Reunion features the Class of 1976. The photo 
here is the Homecoming Court from this fall of 1975 and the members were Tim Moore 
and Jennifer Paul, Julie Quellhorst and Mark Lane, Chris Anderson and Bob Gueth, Julie 
Hole and Pat Randall, Cheryl Hittle and Mike Eberwein, Kirk Warner and Missy North, 
and Bev Hill and Bill Browne. (photo 1 is the 1975 Class Homecoming Court).
