
Prayers for the Aversion, Prevention, Mitigation 
and Ceasing of Divine Chastisements 

1. Prayer for Divine Mercy and Forgiveness:

"Almighty God, we beseech Thee to have mercy on us, Thy humble servants, 
and to forgive our sins and shortcomings. We humbly acknowledge our faults 
and ask for your grace to amend our lives and to walk in your ways.  Grant us the 
strength to resist temptation and to choose what is right.  Through the merits of 
Your Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord, we ask for your forgiveness and to be spared 
from any chastisement. Amen." 

 2. Habakkuk’s Plea for Mercy (Habakkuk 3:2)

“In wrath, remember mercy.”

O Lord, I have heard the report of you,
and your work, O Lord, do I fear.
In the midst of the years revive it;
in the midst of the years make it known;
in wrath remember mercy.

3. The Prayer of Reparation to the Holy Trinity (Fatima Prayer)

This prayer was taught by the Angel of Peace to the three shepherd children of 
Fatima in 1916. It is a powerful act of reparation to the Most Holy Trinity for the 
sins of the world.

O Most Holy Trinity, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit,
I adore Thee profoundly.
I offer Thee the most precious Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity
of Jesus Christ, present in all the tabernacles of the world,
in reparation for the outrages, sacrileges, and indifference
with which He Himself is offended.

And through the infinite merits of His Most Sacred Heart,
and the Immaculate Heart of Mary,
I beg of Thee the conversion of poor sinners.
Amen.

4. The 13th Century “Jesus Christ, King of Glory” Prayer
