Soon the two children was wheeled into the hospital room for the 
procedure.  Mary pale and thin; Johnny robust and healthy.  As Johnny 
watched his blood begin to flow in the tubes, He ask the Dr. “When will I 
start to die?”   Little Johnny thought he would have to die so his sister 
could live.
