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Liturgy of the Word 

A reading from the first book of Samuel (16.1, 6-7, 10–13) 
The LORD said to Samuel, “Fill your horn with oil and set out; I will send you to 
Jesse the Bethlehemite, for I have provided for myself a king among his 
sons.” When Samuel arrived, he looked on Eliab and thought, “Surely his anointed 
is now before the LORD.” But the LORD said to Samuel, “Do not look on his 
appearance or on the height of his stature, because I have rejected him, for 
the LORD does not see as mortals see; they look on the outward appearance, but 
the LORD looks on the heart.” Jesse made seven of his sons pass before Samuel, 
and Samuel said to Jesse, “The LORD has not chosen any of these.” Samuel said to 
Jesse, “Are all your sons here?” And he said, “There remains yet the youngest, but 
he is keeping the sheep.” And Samuel said to Jesse, “Send and bring him, for we 
will not sit down until he comes here.”

Then I washed, and 
now I see.’ 16 Some of the Pharisees said, ‘This man is not from God, for he does 
not observe the sabbath.’ But others said, ‘How can a man who is a sinner 
perform such signs?’ And they were divided. 17 So they said again to the blind 
man, ‘What do you say about him? It was your eyes he opened.’ 
He said, ‘He is a prophet.’ 34 They answered him, ‘You were born entirely in sins, 
and are you trying to teach us?’ And they drove him out.  
35 Jesus heard that they had driven him out, and when he found him, he said, 
‘Do you believe in the Son of Man?’ 36 He answered, ‘And who is he, sir? Tell me, 
so that I may believe in him.’ 37 Jesus said to him, ‘You have seen him, and the one 



speaking with you is he.’ 38 He said, ‘Lord, I believe.’ And he worshipped him.

Reflection on the Sunday Gospel  
In the Gospel for this Sunday, Jesus meets a man who has lived his 

whole life in darkness. The disciples want to explain his suffering, to 

assign blame, to find a cause. But Jesus refuses that way of thinking. 

Instead, he reveals that God can work even through what seems broken. 

With a simple act, he gives the man sight. Yet the deeper miracle is not 

only physical vision, but faith. While others remain spiritually blind, the 

man gradually sees who Jesus truly is and worships him. Lent invites us 

into that same journey: to let Christ open our eyes, so that we may see 

God’s presence and follow him with trust.
