3. Applications may be submitted to your school counseling office, emailed to the scholarship committee at 

CortlandLions524@gmail.com or mailed to Cortland Lions Club, P.O. Box 177, Cortland, IL 60112  

4. The scholarship is open to graduating high school seniors or adult learners enrolling in an  
accredited program to further their education. 

5. Awardees must be accepted to an accredited institution (college/university or vocational/trade/tech 
school). 

6. Applicants shall have exhibited participation in community service and/or school activities. 

7. If selected as a finalist, applicants may be invited for an interview with the Cortland Lions Club  
Scholarship Committee. 

8. Upon receiving the scholarship, payment will be made to the applicant when the Cortland Lions Club  
is provided with proof of enrollment into the educational program. 
 

 

Any questions about the application should be directed to your high school counselor and/or the 

Cortland Lions Club. Winners will be notified by telephone and/or email. The winners and their 

parents (if a minor) will be invited to the Cortland SummerFest in August for presentation of the 

scholarship.
