Ingredients:
1 1/2 sticks salted butter softened

1/2 cup granulated sugar
3/4 tsp lemon extract 

1 1/2 cups sifted white flour plus 3
tbsp flour

3 tbsp raspberry jam of choice
1 tbsp Goodie Goodie (Pino Grigio)

Lemon Shortbread with Goodie
Goodie Jam

Perfect Pairing

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees.
In the bowl of a stand mixer, add the soft butter, sugar, extract

and all of the flour.
Using the paddle attachment, paddle all of them together. It
will look like coarse sand at first then it will come to make a

soft dough. (On low setting it will take about 5 minutes)

Dampen your hands and press the dough into a 9 x 13 pan (foil
pan is fine). Press it as flat as you can and make sure to get in
the corners. Using a fork, prick the dough all over. Bake at 350

degrees for 20 minutes.

While the shortbread bakes, make the wine jam in a small bowl
by combining 3 tablespoons of raspberry jam and one

tablespoon of Goodie Goodie. Stir gently until the wine is
incorporated. Set aside.

Let the shortbread cool in the pan for 5 minutes and then flip
it out on a large cutting board. Using a sharp knife, cut long

strips of equal length. Then cut width-wise into four. Let cool
and serve with the wine jam and a chilled glass of Goodie

Goodie. Cheers!
