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TOURNAMENT RULES

This tournament is open to all USBC junior bowlers under the age of 18 with a birth date after June 1, 2008, UNLESS the bowler is a high
school senior. High school seniors age 18 or older WILL be eligible to bowl.
The highest league average as of April 1, 2026 with a minimum of 21 games for the 2025-2026 season must be provided at the time of,
or prior to registration/check-in. Travel league averages with a minimum of 21 games shall be considered a league average. If an average
sheet is not provided, the highest 2025-2026 USBC average listed on Bowl.com, with a minimum of 21 games will be used. If no average
is available, the participant will be considered a scratch bowler.
All monetary prizes won will be held in the USBC SMART fund.
Scholarships will be awarded at a minimum of a 1:5 ratio.
Handicap will be based on 90% of 220, with a maximum overall score of 300 per game and/or 900 total series.
Bowlers will bowl three (3) games on the same pair of lanes during qualifying.
Finals will be held on the same day as qualifying at 4:00 pm, following the conclusion of the final squad.
A bowler can be awarded individual bonuses prizes during qualifying (High Game, High Series, etc.) in addition to his/her awarded prize
in the finals.
Bowlers are permitted to bowl in both squads, but can only cash once in the top 32.
All ties in qualifying will be broken by the high handicap game.
All ties in the finals to determine whether a bowler advances will be broken by a 9" and 10*" frame roll-off, including handicap.
Lanes will be conditioned the same before both squads and the finals.
The first squad choice will be accepted unless notified by tournament staff.
Check-in will be thirty (30) minutes before squad time.
Late arrivals will be given a zero (0) for any frames missed.
This tournament is NOT a Junior Gold event.
All USBC rules will apply.
Dress Code: All undergarments must be covered. No hats, tank tops, midriffs, low cut or revealing clothing is allowed. Full length pants,
capris, shorts, and skorts, are permitted and must be at least fingertip length. No ripped pants or articles of clothing referring to
tobacco, alcohol, illegal drugs ,or offensive language. Tournament management will have the final say in determining if a competitor's
clothing is acceptable for the tournament.
Entry fees are not refundable.
All participants MUST be USBC members. Awards will be held until USBC membership can be verified.
Pre-registration is highly recommended. Walk-ins and re-entries will be permitted based on availability of spots.
