2. Question(s) - appeals to your reader fo think further about what you have
wrilten and maybe even to make a decision.

Probably a
loving parent trying to ease his or her child’s pain form a once so familior and
difficult past. 1'm just glad, however, that | am not a teen any more.

3. Prediction - states what will or may happen in the future.

In conclusion, I'm glad I'm not a teen anymore! | think that if | had o be an
adolescent all over again, | would go insane. Yes, | may be getting older, but
I'm a lot happier along the way.

4. Recommendation - suggests a course of action to take or what should be
: done about a situation or problem.

In closing, regardiess of the stage of life, one thing’s for certain - you will always
encounter problems. As an adulf, I've just leamed to view them differently.
Now, | focus on the solutions instead of the problems, or | tell myself that things
could be worse, and maybe those are things you can fry too.
