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Genesis is the book that shows us the beginning of everything. It tells us about the
beginning of the world, the beginning of humanity, the beginning of sin, and how
God's covenant began. Because of this, the way we read Genesis shapes the way we

understand the entire Bible.

The Reading Jesus Bible reading plan views Scripture as one unified story: Creation —
Fall - Redemption — Restoration. The opening scene of that story, Genesis chapters 1-
3, briefly presents creation and the fall. However, because these chapters lay the
foundation for understanding the whole Bible, the Reading Jesus videos spend extra

time examining them more carefully.

After creation and the fall, the Bible unfolds the story of redemption that will ultimately
be fulfilled in Jesus Christ. In particular, the promise that “the offspring of the woman
will crush the serpent’s head” (Genesis 3:15) is often called the seed of the gospel.
This promise is carried forward through Abraham and his descendants and finally finds
its fulfillment in Jesus Christ. As we read Genesis, we will follow the growth of this

seed.

This week, as we read Genesis chapters 1-24, we will trace the flow of God's
promises—how they continue by His grace and faithfulness despite human failure and
disobedience. And as we meditate on these passages, we will do so with the conviction

that all of these promises are fully fulfilled in Jesus.
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As you read through the Bible this week, share a verse or passage that stood out to

you.
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. After sinning, Adam and Eve hide from God and begin to blame others. In what

ways do their reactions resemble our own responses to sin today, and in what
ways are they different?

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After humanity's first fall through Adam and Eve, sin continues to spread—through
Cain's murder, the flood in Noah's time, and the incident at the Tower of Babel. Yet,
just as He promised, God continues His work of redemption through Adam’s
descendants, especially along the line of Seth, and eventually calls one man—Abraham.
God promises that through him all nations will be blessed, and this covenant becomes
a crucial framework for understanding the entire Bible. That is why the Reading Jesus

videos take a focused look once again at the story of Abraham.

In this reading plan, the passages we will read from Genesis chapter 25 onward show
how God's covenant continues even after Abraham’s death—through his descendants
Isaac, Jacob, and Joseph. Like Abraham, all of them were weak and flawed people.
Isaac lied out of fear, calling his wife his sister (Genesis 26). Jacob deceived his brother
and father and spent years wandering in exile. Joseph suffered unjustly because of his
brothers’ jealousy. And yet, through all their lives, God faithfully fulfills His covenant,

forming and preserving His covenant people.

Genesis concludes with the death of Joseph. Before he dies, Joseph declares that God
will surely come to the aid of His people, bring them out of Egypt, and lead them to
the land He promised to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. He leaves instructions that his
bones are to be carried with them when that happens. Genesis ends not merely as
the close of an era, but with anticipation for the unfolding story of God's redemption.
This is the shared trajectory of the entire Old Testament—directing our eyes toward

the coming Messiah, Jesus Christ.
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As you read through the Bible this week, share a verse or passage that stood out to
you.

X & Application
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1. Like Jacob the deceiver or Joseph's jealous brothers, we all have self-centered
tendencies within us. As you reflected on this week's passages, did you see any

of these tendencies in yourself? If so, what were they?

2. God did not choose Jacob because he was special, but purely by grace. In the
same way, we too have been called by God's grace. What hope does this truth
give you in your life? Or what challenge does it bring?

3. Joseph later confessed that all the days of his life were within God's plan. How

are you viewing the wounds or suffering in your life right now?

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Exodus follows directly after Genesis in the Bible, but historically it takes place about
four hundred years later. After Joseph invited Jacob and his entire family to come to
Egypt, Jacob’s descendants grew into a large and established people group. While
Genesis is set mainly in Mesopotamia and the land of Canaan, Exodus unfolds in Egypt,
the great empire of that time. If Genesis tells the story of the patriarchs, Exodus moves

forward to show the formation of a nation under God'’s direction.

At the same time, Exodus is closely connected to Genesis. The Hebrew title of Exodus
comes from the first two words of Exodus 1:1: “These are the names...". The book
begins by listing the names of Jacob's twelve sons who came to Egypt with him. This
reminds us of the genealogies that appear throughout Genesis whenever the focus of
God's redemptive story shifts. In other words, Exodus tells the story of people whose
names are written in God's book of life—how, under God's providence and sovereignty,

they are led by Moses out of slavery in Egypt and toward the promised land of Canaan.

Considering that the entire Bible is the story of God's salvation, Exodus may be one
of the most vivid and dramatic portrayals of that salvation. For this reason, Exodus is
a book that leads us to deeply reflect on Jesus Christ, the pioneer and perfecter of
salvation (Hebrews 2:10). May this week be a time for us to meditate on God's saving

work with expectation and hope.
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As you read through the Bible this week, share a verse or passage that stood out to

you.
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X & Application
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1. God revealed the standard of life His covenant people are called to live by
giving the Ten Commandments. As you reflect on them, is there any area of

your life where you recognize disobedience right now?

2. God spared His people from death through the blood of the lamb (Exodus 12),
and He established His covenant by sprinkling blood on the altar and the

people at Mount Sinai (Exodus 24). What comfort and hope does it give you
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today to know that you are living under the new covenant established by the

blood of Jesus?
3. God dwelt among His people by His presence in the tabernacle. Today, God

dwells within us through Jesus Christ.

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Exodus ends with the completion of the tabernacle and the glory of the LORD filling
it. Yet in the presence of that glory, not only the Israelites but even Moses himself
could not enter the tabernacle. Leviticus begins at precisely this point. Leviticus chapter
1 opens with God calling Moses and speaking to him immediately after the tabernacle

is set up, showing His people the way to come near to Him.

God's presence was a great gift of grace, but a people stained by sin could not
approach a holy God as they were. Therefore, God teaches His people how to draw
near to Him and how to live within His holy presence. This is why Leviticus contains

detailed instructions about sacrifices and regulations.

Although Leviticus may seem complex because of its many sacrifices and laws, it can
be broadly divided into three parts. Chapters 1-15 describe the way to approach God
through sacrifices, chapter 16 presents the heart of atonement through the Day of
Atonement, and chapters 17-20 set forth instructions for living a holy life. At the

center of all these teachings is atonement—the forgiveness of sin.

Today, we no longer practice these sacrifices or regulations in the same way. However,
the core message remains valid. God never treats sin lightly, yet He always opens the

way to restoration and forgiveness. All the sacrifices described in Leviticus are fully
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fulfilled in Jesus Christ. Jesus is the true sacrifice who bore the punishment deserved
by covenant breakers, and He is our great High Priest who leads us into God's

presence.

Each time we read Leviticus, we are led to examine ourselves. At the same time, we
give thanks for God's love that never gives up on us but restores us by grace, and we
reflect deeply on the grace of atonement. As we do so, we grow into a people who

respond with holy lives and live continually in God'’s presence.

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1. Leviticus includes many sacrificial laws and purity regulations, showing how
seriously God takes the problem of sin. Compared to that, we often treat our
own sin lightly. Have you seen this tendency in yourself? If so, in what ways?

Jesus opened that way for us once and for all through His sacrifice. What

assurance and peace does this truth give you today?

God told Israel, “Be holy because | am holy.” Through the grace of Jesus, we
