Me, Myself, and I
"Me": The Miracle of Intention (Special Made)
God made each person on purpose, giving everyone special qualities and talents. You are not an accident, but a unique creation.
· God made you personally, not on a production line (Psalm 139:13-16 ICB).
· You made my whole being. You formed me in my mother’s body. I praise you because you made me in an amazing and wonderful way... You saw my body as it was formed... All the days planned for me were written in your book. 
· You are God’s special work (Ephesians 2:10).
· For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them.
· The word "workmanship" is translated from the Greek word poiema, which is the root of the English word "poem". We are not just a general creation, but a divine masterpiece or a "work of art" skillfully crafted by God.
· “Created in Christ Jesus” refers to the "new creation" mentioned in 2 Corinthians 5:17. Just as the first creation was marred by sin, this second creation in Christ is a spiritual rebirth that restores a person's relationship with God.
· Unique Specifications: God gave you your personality, talents, and even your quirks. He doesn’t make anyone “generic.”
· Imagine you’re a custom pizza in a world of plain cheese slices. Most folks are content being that standard and familiar option—easy to handle and nothing unexpected. But you bring something different: pineapple, jalapeños, and extra anchovies. You might not fit into every box or suit everyone’s taste, but your unique flavor stands out. If no one brought the “weird” toppings, all we’d have is just bread and cheese, and that wouldn’t be much of a party!
No two people are truly identical; even twins share DNA but differ in mutations, fingerprints, and personalities.
"Myself": The Value of the Price Tag (Belonging to God) 
Belonging to God means you are cherished, protected, and have a purpose that no one else can replace.
· The High Cost of Ownership: You belong to God because Jesus paid for you with His life (1 Corinthians 6:20). 
· For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's. (1 Corinthians 6:20 KJV)
· The blood of Christ is the receipt of your value.
· Defined by the Owner: Your value depends on who you belong to. 
· Imagine a rare painting found in a dusty attic. To a stranger, it just looks like an old, faded canvas worth a few dollars for the frame. But when a world-class Art Master looks at it, he recognizes his own signature in the corner. He knows he spent months meticulously painting every detail. Because it belongs to him, that "old canvas" is suddenly worth millions. It isn't valuable because of the condition it's in; it’s valuable because of whose name is signed at the bottom.
· You are a masterpiece in the hands of God the artist.
· 1 Peter 2:9 - But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light.
· Secure Identity: If you belong to God, your identity is safe with Him. The world can’t give or take your value.
· Colossians 3:3 - For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God.
· The word "hid" implies being stored away for safekeeping. Just as a masterpiece is kept in a secure gallery, your identity is "tucked away" inside God. 
· Imagine a diamond placed inside a massive, iron-clad vault. Outside, people can shout that the stone is worthless or throw rocks at the door, but they cannot touch the jewel. They can’t scratch it, dull it, or steal it. The diamond remains perfect, not because of its own strength, but because of the vault around it. Your life is the diamond; God is the vault. The world can scream at the walls, but it cannot reach in to change your worth.
"I": The Purpose of the Vessel
Change your focus from “I want” to “I belong to God.”
· A Temple, Not a Warehouse: Your life is meant to welcome God’s Spirit, not just collect things (1 Corinthians 6:19 - What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?).
· The "I Am" Factor: You find out who you are by knowing who God is.
· Ambassadorial Living: Because you belong to God, your life should reflect His goodness.
A tourist was once lost in the Scottish Highlands and stumbled into a local restaurant. He saw a man sitting in the corner who looked exactly like a world-famous, reclusive billionaire.
The tourist walked up, eyes wide, and asked, "Are you... him? Are you the man who owns half the city and built those giant skyscrapers?"
The man looked up and said, "Aye, that's me."
The tourist gasped, "Then who am I?"
The billionaire laughed and said, "Well, if you're the one buying my dinner, you're my new best friend!"
The Point: The tourist didn't know his own status (a "best friend") until he realized who the man in the chair was. When you realize God is the King, you realize you aren't just a random traveler—you're Royalty.
1 John 3:1 - Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God.
