Our Thrift Stores, though they are in place to
create an income stream for Hope Harbor,
keep thrift prices low so that we can serve the
needs of everyone who shops with us.

Our comprehensive program is designed to empower our residents
with the skills and resources needed to overcome Adverse Childhood
Experiences. Our clinical program utilizes Evidence Based Practices
as we walk with our children on their journey toward reconciliation, so
that the challenges of the past do not define their future.

The Main Goal of Hope Harbor is Family Reconciliation.

Family support is crucial and powerful—for children and
throughout adulthood. Our families work through a program of
Intentional Hope which provides comprehensive family support and
engagement throughout the child’s stay. Families receive parent
education, family counseling, case management, and the support
needed to make difficult changes and move forward successfully

as a family both while at Hope Harbor and after their child

returns home.

Above All Else, God is Praised!

Hope Harbor is a ministry designed to give God all the glory and
honor for the good we do for children and families. All of our board
members are Christians. All of our Staff are Christians. All of our
teachers are Christians. We are not ashamed to let families know
that their child will attend classes and worship services every Sunday
and Wednesday. We do not pressure them into accepting
Christianity, we just ask them to be respectful while at church. But
God still works. One or two of our residents each year are baptized.
