Procedure

Glasgow Coma Scale— 00.040

Assess the patient in each category (eye opening, best verbal response, best motor
response) and add the scores from each category. Example: if the patient's BEST verbal
response is a string of muffled, incomprehensible words give them a 2 for that category.
The patient’'s Glasgow Coma Scale will be the total of all three categories. A Glasgow
Coma Scale of 7 indicates Coma.

Reassess the patient’s score frequently, record each observation and the time it was

made.
