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Get Schooled on Flavored Milk

According to the USDA, 19.8 million children in America
received lunch and nearly 14 million received breakfast on
an average day during the 2020-2021 school year. Using the
Dietary Guidelines for Americans, nutrition professionals
develop school menus that offer the right balance of fruits,
vegetables, low fat or fat free milk, whole grains and lean
protein with every breakfast and lunch served. The important
task of serving healthy meals has been impacted by everything
from supply chain shortages to occasional calls to remove
flavored milk from menus over childhood obesity concerns.
While a few school districts have taken the controversial step
to remove flavored milk, others are bringing flavored milk
back into the cafeteria.

Sharing evidence of the health benefits of flavored milk can
help clear up misconceptions about its place in school meals.
“With 13 essential nutrients, flavored milk is a key player in
school nutrition,” states Kelsey Hulcher, Registered Dietitian
with St. Louis District Dairy Council. “Many people may
not realize that chocolate and strawberry milk offer the same
vitamins, minerals, and protein of white milk.”

Keeping flavored milk on school menus provides students
with a regular source of food to meet three nutrients that are
lacking in kids’ diets: calcium, vitamin D, and potassium.
These nutrients play a crucial role in healthy growth and
development. And the advantages may carry over into the
classroom, as students who eat school meals and drink 2.5 to
3 cups of milk a day have higher grades and perform better
overall in school.

Another myth surrounding flavored milk is that students
who drink it consume more added sugars. However, research
shows that flavored milk drinkers have better quality diets and
do not have higher intake of added sugars when compared
with kids who don’t drink flavored milk. Furthermore, school
flavored milk makes up 4% of added sugar in a child’s diet
while providing 13 essential nutrients. Carbonated drinks and
sweetened beverages contribute up to 45% of the added sugar
in a child’s diet, with little or no nutrients.

Studies have found that milk, whether flavored or unfla-
vored, is not associated with children being overweight.
Flavored milk, however, does offer one big advantage: many
children prefer it. In fact, a national study found that when
flavored milk is removed from elementary schools, it may
lead to students taking less milk overall and drinking less of
the white milk, increasing food waste.

The bottom line is that flavored milk offers a tasty option
to help students reach their daily nutrient requirements. “It is
important to consider the entire nutrition profile, rather than
focus on a single nutrient,” reminds Hulcher. “Whether choco-
late, strawberry or unflavored, milk’s unique nutrient package
can help students build strong bones and healthy bodies.”

This work will reduce Manchester Road
traffic to one lane in each travel direction.

On July 5, crews closed the eastbound
lanes of Manchester Road, between Han-
ley Road and Laclede Station Road. This
will allow the Metropolitan Sewer District to
complete sewer system updates in the area.
Drivers can use Hanley Road, West Bruno
Avenue and Laclede Station Road as a de-
tour around the closure. Work on eastbound
Manchester Road between Hanley Road and
Laclede Station Road is expected to take
about two months.

St. Louis Area Diaper Bank
Welcomes New Period Supply

Partners
Four new organizations to work with
nonprofit by providing period supplies

throughout the community

Period Supplies (STL APS) program. New partners include
Gateway Science Academy public charter school, Harris
Stowe State University Community Impact Network Ed-
ucation Center, St. Augustine Catholic Church’s Wellness
Center, and SistaKeeper’s “I Define Me Movement.”

The new period supply partners will distribute a total
of 6,000 period kits annually. Each kit has 20 items, so
a total of 120,000 period supplies will be shared with
community residents. According to St. Louis Area Diaper
Bank Executive Director Muriel Smith, “the additional
partnerships are necessary since the demand for period
supplies has increased by 20% since 2020. We rely on the
support of organizations to help us serve those in need, and
we appreciate our newest partner’s assistance in providing
these basic necessities to those in need.”

The STL APS program collaborates with the Alliance
for Period Supplies to ensure access to menstrual hygiene
products. The program distributes period supplies through
community partners, as well as advocates for the elimina-
tion of “period poverty”. To date more than 800,000 period
supplies have been distributed in St. Louis, with 10,800
period supplies allocated each week. Last year two-thirds
of low-income women in St. Louis could not afford men-
strual hygiene products, with 46% of low-income women
having to choose between food and period supplies.

Founded in 2014, the St. Louis Area Diaper Bank pro-
vides diaper access to the region’s low-income families, as
well as raises community awareness about the causes and
consequences of diaper need. Located at 6141 Etzel Ave.,
the nonprofit is a member of the National Diaper Bank
Network, a nationwide nonprofit dedicated to eliminating
diaper need and “period poverty” in America. The St. Louis
Alliance for Period Supplies ensures access to menstrual
hygiene products, which allows full participation in daily
life with dignity.

PICTORIAL ST. LOUIS: The Great Metropolis of the Mississippi Valley A Topographical Survey, Drawn From Perspective 1875.

Over 220 pages of illustrations and descriptions of life in St. Louis in the late 1800’s. The preliminary drawings for this work were made early in the spring of 1874. After a careful
consideration of the subject, it was determined to locate the point of view so that the city would be seen from the southeast, believing that to be the most advantageous in all respects.
Accordingly, the point of site was established on the Illinois side of the river, looking to the northwest, and at sufficient altitude to overlook the roofs of ordinary houses into the streets.

A careful perspective, which required a surface of three hundred square feet, was then erected from a correct survey of the city, extending northward from Arsenal Island to the Water
Works, a distance of about ten miles, on the river front; and from the Insane Asylum on the southwest to the Cemeteries on the northwest.

Mama, Papa, and Baby Bear’s Favorite Diner!

We know there are a lot of bears in Missouri, and you
will love the Black Bear Diner in St. Charles. We had eaten
breakfast there a few months ago and it was excellent. By the
way, they serve breakfast all day long. I will vouch for their
biscuits and gravy, yum! We decided to have lunch there this
past week, and we will definitely go back for dinner to try
there best selling item, chicken fried steak.

Black Bear 3 "N
Diners set out to
serve home style
and “old-fash-
ioned” com-
fort foods. The
first restaurant
was opened in
Mount Shasta,
California 1995.
They now have
146 diners in
14 states, two
of which are in
Missouri.

The first thing
you will notice are the chain saw carved bears that are ev-
erywhere. The kids will love them and you will too. The bear
carvings reflect the local flavor of each diner. You’ll find bears
as skiers, fighter pilots, grape-stompers and more. Bear-mot-
tled murals are also a staple at every diner. They even have
what looks like an old fashioned juke box.

The founders set out to prepare home-cooked meals that
reflected their small-town roots. They were used to a different
kind of diner, where servers look you in the eye and smile
when they take your order. Where the food tastes a lot like your
grandma’s favorite recipes. And where you feel, every time
you visit, like you’ve finally come home. They succeeded.

Our server, Derrick, came to our table with a big smile and
a pleasant greeting and gave us our menus. They look like
an old time newspaper complete with stories and more. Lots
more, great items for everyone in the family.

I had a patty melt with a side of chili rather than fries. Sue
had the meatloaf dinner topped with onion rings with corn on
the cob and mashed potatoes and gravy. .

My patty melt was very tasty. The burger had a fire-grilled
taste that fit well with the rye bread, swiss cheese, grilled
onions and thousand islands dressing. The homemade chili
was spot on with red beans, chopped onions and cheddar
cheese. If you want to add hot sauce you have a choice of
“baby burn, mama burn, or papa burn” sauces. I think my
beef patty may have been pre-formed and frozen as it was a
bit tough and dry. It did not affect the taste. I just wished it
would have been a bit more juicy.

Sue’s meat loaf was great, and her sides were a perfect
match. The buttered corn had some chopped chives on it for
another nice touch.

We decided to split a dessert of mixed berry cobbler. It was
more than enough for two. While we could have ordered it
with ice cream, I'm glad we didn’t. It would have been way
too much. All of the servings are above average size, so you
won’t go hungry at the Black Bear Diner. I do think the cob-
bler may have been heated with a trip to the micro-wave as
the crust had a perfect baked color, but was a bit chewy. But
again, it in no way affected the taste.

Black Bear diner has all the regular soft drinks, beer and
wine, as well as an assortment of stuffed bears to purchase
for the kids, or the kid in you.

Derrick’s service was exceptional. He took the time to
chat with us for a bit. We found out he plays guitar and has
his own band. He actually renewed my faith in our younger
generation. I think it is definitely a step above Cracker Barrel
and most of the other family style restaurants.

Missouri Fire Department Awarded
Life-Saving Rescue Resources

West Plains Fire Department is one of 265 rural fire
departments to receive a grain rescue tube and training
through Nationwide’s Grain Bin Safety campaign

Local first responders with West Plains Fire Department
recently were awarded a grain rescue tube and specialized
training from Nationwide, Wiley Insurance Agency, and
Valley Insurance Agency Alliance (VIAA) through Nation-
wide’s Grain Bin Safety advocacy campaign. The resources
will be used to help protect against grain entrapments,
which result in dozens of deaths across rural America.

Every year, thousands of farmers and commercial grain
handlers risk their lives by entering grain bins to remove
clumped or rotted grain. As rural communities have come to
know all too well, the risks of entering grain bins continue
to be overlooked.

“It only takes seconds, or a simple mistake, for an adult
to sink in the quicksand-like flow of grain and become fully
entrapped or engulfed,” said Brad Liggett, Nationwide’s
president of Agribusiness. “Adding to the risk is a lack of
rescue equipment available to local fire departments and
emergency responders who are called for help when a
worker becomes trapped.”

To help lead the fight against these accidents impacting
agricultural communities, the country’s leading insurer
of farms and ranches1, Nationwide, began its Grain Bin
Safety campaign in 2014 to bring awareness to the hazards
of entering grain structures and to equip fire departments
with the resources needed to respond effectively.

West Plains Fire Department is one of 58 fire departments
to receive these resources through the 2022 campaign, and
one of 265 fire departments to benefit from the program
since its inception. The grain rescue tube will be stored at
the West Plains Fire Department for use by all regional fire
departments within a 30-mile radius.

Wiley Insurance Agency owner Traci Wiley was ap-
pointed to the Missouri Fire and Safety Commission by
Governor Mike Parson in 2019. She is the first woman to
serve on the commission. Wiley’s parents were both rural
firefighters, and she remains a strong advocate for rescue
and first responders. She shared that her mom, Ella Ste-
phens, sustained life-threatening injuries while fighting a
grass fire in 1999. “Firefighters put their lives on the line
for us every day, so this initiative is the least we can do so
they can safely protect our communities.”

The grain rescue tube delivery and training were con-
ducted by the National Education Center for Agricultural
Safety (NECAS) and included simulations of entrapments
and rescues using a state-of-the-art grain entrapment sim-
ulator, which is loaded on a trailer and able to hold about
100 bushels of grain.

Since 2014, at least five fire departments have put the
tubes and training to use to save the lives of workers trapped
in grain bins.

The Museum of Appalachia

John Rice Irwin from Norris, TN was inspired by the mountains and valleys, the hollows and the people of Appalachia. He
wanted to preserve this diverse culture, so he started collecting and created an Appalachian village. The museum is located on
65 acres in Norris, TN near Knoxville.

There are more than 35 authentic log cabins and buildings, including the Tennessee home of Mark Twain’s family. The - "
primitive one-room Arnwine cabin was built in the 1800’s and is listed on the National Register of Historic Places. APPALACH IA

Cords of firewood are stacked within handy use of the cabins. A half-finished wagon wheel waits for the wheelwright to
return to his shop. There is a one-room schoolhouse that just needs a teacher and kids. 15 Vill Gi

Inside the cabins you will find carved furniture, quilts, butter churns, cast iron skillets, musical instruments, and many other : g B S
items from everyday life. In fact, the artifacts collected by John Rice Irwin number well over a quarter million pieces.

In the Appalachian Hall of Fame the three-story brick building has dedicated a wall of photos of people from the hills of
Appalachia. Another wall was dedicated to the whittlers and their history. One of the most surprising whittled items was a full
size motorcycle.

For a list of upcoming festivals look at the website. We drove there from St. Charles, MO to videotape the annual sheep

shearing event, only to have pouring rain and the event was cancelled. We were allowed to tour inside all the buildings and
