Guidelines for patients not suitable for surgery at Free Standing Surgery Centers

Cardiovascular:

Recent or active Congestive Heart Failure

New onset Rhythm Disorders

Unstable Angina

Patients with an AICD, unless the following information is available:


Indication for placement


Ejection fraction (EF)


Underlying rhythm (in case patient is pacer dependant)


Make, model, date of implantation


Cardiology clearance


Prior Clearance from anesthesiologist to arrange reprogramming if necessary


Surgery within 6” from device (Ipsilateral shoulder surgery)

Respiratory:

Home oxygen

Poorly controlled reactive airways disease (Asthma, COPD)

Renal

Significant renal impairment w/o recent labs
Renal failure on dialysis

Hepatic

Recent or active Hepatitis (infective, immune, drug etc.) without documented resolution

Advanced cirrhosis

Neurological

Poorly controlled seizure disorder

Progressive neurological conditions (Dementias, Motor neuron diseases, Encephalopathies)

Metabolic:

Malignant Hyperthermia

Uncontrolled DM

Morbid Obesity (BMI > 50) Discuss with anesthesiologist if BMI > 40
Musculoskeletal:

Muscular disorders (myopathies or dystrophies)

Immune

Severe or documented airborne latex allergy

Advanced immune deficiencies

Pregnancy

Ideally, 6wks post partum. (If it can not wait, second trimester is preferred, and OB must be notified prior)
