The types of fish available are:
largemouth bass, blue gill,
channel catfish, minnow, shell-
cracker, crappie, perch, and
white amur. The fish are availa-
ble in lots of 10-25, as stated on
the order form. The minnow is
available in lots of 100 (500
min) and the white amur are
ordered individually ( 2 min).

The fish sale is an opportunity
for pond owners to stock or re-
stock the ponds at a reasonable
cost.

Stocking recommendations for a
one acre pond are:

< 100 largemouth bass

< 500 blue gill

<> 100 channel catfish

< 500-1000 fat head minnow

White amur recommendations
are based on the amount of
weed cover in the pond. If the
pond has 20-40% vegetation the
recommendation is 10 amur;
above 40% weed cover the rec-
ommendation is 15 amur.

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Winter Manure Application

With the winter season upon us,
the Ohio Department of Agricul-
ture, Division of Soil and Water
Conservation would like to re-
mind producers and nutrient ap-
plicators of laws and restrictions
on manure application.

Ohio Senate Bill 1 clarifies and
enhances the restrictions on ma-

nure application within the West-
ern Lake Erie Basin (WLEB).

Application restrictions in the
WLEB include:

¢ On snow-covered or frozen soil;

e When the top 2 inches of the
soil are saturated from precip-
itation;

e When the local weather fore-
cast for the application area
contains greater than fifty
percent chance of precipita-
tion exceeding one-half inch
in a 24-hour period. Applica-

tors are responsible for check-

ing and keeping forecast in-
formation before application.
Any source of weather predic-
tion is acceptable.

Restrictions do not apply if:

e The manure is injected into the
ground;

e Manure is incorporated within
24 hours of surface applica-
tion, using a tillage tool oper-
ated at a minimum of 3-4
inches deep;

e The manure is applied onto a
growing crop;

e The chief of the Division of Soil
and Water Conservation has
provided written consent for
an emergency application.
Contact the division in case of
an emergency.

The Nature Conservancy has an
ongoing project in the Maumee
watershed and are looking for
progressive farmers to advocate
for soil health and best manage-
ment practices. The focus of the
project is to promote farmers
learning from each other about
building soil health with cover
crops, soil sampling, tillage, and
other BMP's. There is an appli-
cation for those interested, as
well as some training and re-
quests for them as they spend
their time as a farmer advocate.
Each "Farmer Advocate" will be
compensated for their time to
attend training and work with
other farmers. If interested,
please contact the Soil and Wa-
ter office and we get you in
touch with the right people.

For those producers who are
signed up for the H20hio ma-
nure incorporation practices,
it is important to note that the
program will not pay for win-
ter manure application as
stated in the program guide-
lines.

Producers are reminded to use
best management practices when
applying manure and follow
USDA NRCS Field Office Tech-
nical Guide Standard 590.
