It is only
mandatory in imperative sentences and
sentences with interrogative pronouns as the
object.

○ Examples:

Bring light! = Matsahari o tsurat!

What have you done? = Wai o tsajje jjekhejjeen?
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Singular and Plural:

○ The infinitive ending “-n” is removed before
conjugating, except when the previous vowel is
long, for example “-ahn”.

○ The infinitive ending is not removed in the
Conditional Mood.
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○ Examples:

To come = Melahn

I come = Jja melahn

I don’t come = Jja melahnra

I would come = Jja melahno

○ Future and present tenses can be differentiated
by adverbs or by context.

○ Passive Voice is formed by conjugating the verb
“melahn” (to turn) and the main verb in the
participle form.

○ *The imperative endings “-t” and “-” can be
used interchangeably.

○ Examples:

She does it / She will do it = E si jjekhe
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She is doing it = E si jjekhejje

She did it = E si jjekhejjeen

She would do it = E si jjekheno
