*Please be sure our younger dancers use the restroom prior to class and that they have their names on all their
dance shoes! If your dancer is missing anything/lost something from class, please check the lost and found in
the lobby…anything we find in the dance rooms or cubbies at the end of the evening is placed there.
*Tuition is always due by the 15th of every month. There is a $10 late fee if not paid by the 15th and this will be
strictly enforced. This is in our policies sheet which everyone got at enrollment and can be found on the website.
Thank you for your on time payments!
*The kids are all welcome to bring water bottles to class. No food or drinks other than water in the dance rooms
please! We have a water cooler back by the bathrooms where they can fill their water bottles. No drinks other
than water anywhere now that we have new carpet. All food/snacks must stay in the front lobby. There is a drop
off table right by the front door if you need to drop off food/snacks.
*IMPORTANT! If you have not “liked” our facebook page, please do so. This is the best way to get reminders, see
pictures or get in touch with someone quickly. No one is at the studio during the day so calls will not typically be
returned as fast as messages through email or Facebook! www.facebook.com/TheStudioLDG.
*If kids need to sit out of class to do homework, the parent must communicate this to Ms. Kim. We cannot just
let kids who tell us they need to work on homework not attend class because they say so…you as parents are
paying for their dance lessons so if they need to sit out of a class for homework, we need to hear that from you
please!

Our amazing admin team...these are the ladies behind
the front desk that will be helping you! 

Rules regarding leaving the studio...if your child
has your permission and is in middle school and
with a group, they can walk together to subway,
cookies, places in the parking lot.
